Bugbee:
Advised the Commission Board that there have been a few issues at the Community Center ice-skating rink with public users leaving it in disarray, the problem has been addressed and feels that it will not happen again.

Reiner asked Commission Board if they would like bids to re returned as hard copied of if they can keep it on the v-bid system which is an on-line system that was used during COVID. Commission stated that the V-bid system is acceptable and would save time. Reiner also advised Commission Board that a public meeting will be held to talk to the people in the neighborhoods of the South Main project.

Bugbee made a motion to accept Kendra Enget from Forseth, Everett and Olsen Law and as an alternate to be able to use Forseth, Everett and Olsen to fulfill the duties of Tioga Municipal Judge, second by Sandberg. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg 
4. Bids for City Equipment – Salinas advised Commission Board that no bids were turned in for City Equipment. Sundhagen stated that we need to advertise in a broader selection of newspaper to ensure that more people are aware because its winter and other City’s and business owners are in need of that type of equipment.
