Christianson made a motion to approve agenda with no changes made, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize

Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – Advised the Commission Board that she is currently assisting Planning and Zoning Board with updates on Chapter 5 of the Planning and Zoning Ordinance and will be reviewing the updates with City Auditor Abby Salinas. 
2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Advised Commission Board the BNSF application for the General Permit and Roadway Permit have been submitted. Reiner handed exhibit to Commission Board of amendment to task order for South Benson and the new Lighting design of new proposed plans of South Main project and the added cost estimate. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the amendment to task order for Engineer Service and hire Prairie Engineering as a sub-consultant for decorative lighting, second by Sandberg. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize

Reiner also advised Commission Board that he is seeking permission to send out an advertisement for bids on the South Main Reconstruction. 
Christianson made a motion to approve advertising for bids on South Main Reconstruction, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
Reiner advised Commission Board that TAP 2018 is complete and the final retention needs to be paid to NDDOT in the amount of $2,627.14 and it will finalize the project. 
Sandberg made a motion to approve paying the final retention to NDDOT in the amount of $2,627.14 for the TAP 2018 Project, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
Reiner also advised the Commission Board that the TAP 2019 is moving forward. 
New Business:
3. RV Ordinance – Sundhagen (on phone) Advised Commission Board that the City at one time Tioga didn’t have an RV Ordinance to help direct the past conditional uses for RV Parks and now since one is approved it should not displace the people that have rented out the FEMA trailers, those should be grandfathered in until the life of the trailer. Once the FEMA trailer is moved out it can’t be replaced with a new one, he also states that RV Parks would have to be in compliance with fire codes. Sundhagen states if they make RV Parks comply and have them remove the FEMA trailers, he does not believe that they will stay in the area and Tioga will not gain anything. Handed exhibits to Commission Board of pictures of the RV Parks FEMA trailers for their review. Sundhagen states those FEMA trailers are in good shape and are good for a family to live in. Daryn Pederson states that he feels legally you can’t grandfather those FEMA trailers in because they violate the state permits as well. Sandberg added that she was under the impression that those FEMA trailers were temporary housing. Daryn Pederson stated that those trailers belong in man camps not in RV Parks. Sandberg stated if tabled she would like to know how many are occupied or abandoned. Chris Gaurmer with Tioga RV Park stated that the Commission Board granted them permission to put those FEMA trailers in. Bugbee added that it was a conditional use permit which is temporary. Sundhagen states would like to take a real careful look at the legal statues for removing those FEMA trailers before we hurt the economy and the citizens. Daryn Pederson states that these park models are not considered recreational vehicles, and said that he would be opposed to grandfathering those FEMA trailers because they are under conditional use permits and each RV Park signs that they understand it is for a temporary use. Bugbee stated that the RV Parks would have up to a year to remove the FEMA trailers if needed. 
Sandberg made a motion to table RV Ordinance until next meeting 03-15-2021 so that Sundhagen can consult with legal, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize 
4. Community Center – Abby Salinas – Advised Commission Board that the Community Center has been utilized and how is ready to expand for other services that are needed in the community. Salinas is seeking Permission to advertise for an Architect on the expansion of the Community Center. Salinas stated that Sundhagen discussed the loss of revenues due to districts and tournaments having to be held in other Cities because Tioga does not have appropriate facilities. Christianson wanted to know the cost but Salinas stated that she wanted to interview Architects so that she can give the Commission Board more information.  
Sandberg made a motion to approve advertising for an Architect for the future expansion of the Community Center, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
5. Model Tavern/Gloria Iwen – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of Letter from Gloria Iwen seeking permission to do a pub crawl on March 21, 2021.  Commission Board stated that since no streets would be closed and it’s not illegal to walk from a bar to another bar that they do not need permission to hold a pub crawl. Discussion held.   

6. Letter of Interest for Tioga Fund – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of Letter of interest from Pat Alberts to fill a vacant seat on the Tioga Fund Board. Salinas also advised that there are currently 2 vacant seats and would need to fill a 2nd seat.
Christianson made a motion to appoint Pat Alberts to the Tioga Fund Advisory Board, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize

Christianson made a motion to advertise for the open vacant seat on the Tioga Fund Advisory Board, second by Sandberg.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
7. 90-Day Probation – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of Samantha Cain evaluation and recommendation to remove her probation.

Christianson made a motion to approve the estimate from Tractor & Equipment Co. in the amount of $25,191.00 to inspect the generators at the Waste Water Treatment Facility the next 3 years, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
9. Bids on City Equipment – Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board of 2 bids for the 1986 Sander and 1 bid for the 1998 F150 for their review and consideration.
Christianson made a motion to approve the highest bid for the 1986 Sander in the amount of $2,600, second by Sandberg.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
Maize made a motion to reject the bid for the 1998 F150 in the amount of $257, second by Sandberg.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
10. City Yearly Insurance – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of the cost for a blanket inland marine insurance for their review and consideration. Sundhagen stated that this would make it easier on the staff who collect all the information of every item to give to the insurance company every year and it also cost less.
Sandberg made a motion to approve changing current policy to a blanket inland marine policy, second by Maize.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Sandberg, Maize
