Bugbee:
Advised Commission Board that she has been hearing from Tioga constituents that they are excited about the new dog park. Bugbee gave the floor to Salinas. Salinas advised the Commission Board that there are some new grants for North Dakota. Salinas is seeking permission to apply for the Industrial Commission grant for a new walking path around the Tioga Dam with a pavilion and water lines. Salinas states she would need an estimate from Moore Engineers to apply for the grant. 


Bugbee made a motion to have Moore Engineers complete an estimate so that Salinas can apply for the Industrial Commission Grant, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize

 Steele:
Handed exhibit to Commission Board of estimate from Enthalpy Services LLC to install a new heater at the Dog Pound. Sandberg states that both units will need to be replaced but for now one is okay. Sundhagen stated that the O & M Manual needs to be checked to see if any items are still under warranty because some of the water lines were damaged due to the heater giving out. 

Steele made a motion to accept the estimate from Enthalpy Services for the installation and replacement of a new heater at the Dog Pound, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize

Sandberg also advised that Police Chief Josh Nelson is seeking permission to apply to the 1% County Board for 2 new handheld thermal imaging cameras for the Police Department.

2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Handed exhibit to Commission Board of contract and insurance requirements for lighting on South Main, and asked if the insurance bond still needed to be at 3 Million since the contracted job will only be for $130,000.
Bugbee made a motion to approve signing of contract contingent on the review of Tioga City Attorney Elizabeth Pendlay and she can state the amount the insurance bond can be lowered to, Second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize

Reiner also handed exhibit to Commission Board of Terracon Geotechnical Firm to complete the soil samples and testing for the South Main Construction project.  
Bugbee made a motion to accept Terracon Geotechnical Firm as the company to complete the soil samples and testing for the South Main project, Second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize

New Business:
3. Tioga Fund Applications from American Legion Post 139 – American Legion Post 139 handed exhibit to Commission Board of a presentation which included final numbers of amounts needed to complete the new Base Ball Field and stated that even if they apply for the visitor promotion application, they might be short in the amount needed to complete the project. Salinas handed Tioga Fund Community Improvement Application from American Legion Post 139 in the amount of $113,400 for the construction of the new baseball field, Tioga Fund Board has reviewed the application and recommends approval of $120,000 ($65,000 from the Community Improvement Fund, $30,000 from the Park Fund and $25,000 from the Recreation Fund). 
Bugbee made a motion to approve the Tioga Fund Community Improvement Application in the amount of $120,000 to be taken from funds as recommended from the Tioga Fund Board, Second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize
Bugbee made a motion to approve the remainder of funds needed to complete the project after all grant applications have been applied for be taken out of fund 151 Oil and Gas Building fund, Second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize
Salinas handed Tioga Fund Economic Development Application from American Legion Post 139 in the amount of $113,400 for the construction of the new baseball field, Tioga Fund Board has reviewed application and recommend denial because it does not comply with the guidelines for economic development. 
Bugbee made a motion to deny the Tioga Fund Economic Development Application in the amount of $113,400, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize
4. Tioga City Dam – Salinas handed an estimate to Commission Board from Barco Products for new tables and park benches to be placed around the Tioga Dam for their review and consideration. 
Christianson made a motion to approve up to $25,000 for the purchase of new park tables and benches for the Tioga Dam, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

5. Part Time Employee – Sundhagen advised Commission Board that every year during summer a part time employee is hired to assist the Street Department with the landfill and mowing grass around the City. Salinas is seeking permission to advertise for the part time landfill position in the Street Department. 
Steele made a motion to advertise for a part time landfill, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Steele, Maize
