A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 pm on May 17, 2021, at the Tioga City Hall, by the President of the City Commission Tim Sundhagen.

Bugbee made a motion to approve the Commission Meeting Minutes of May 3, 2021, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize

Advised Commission Board that the Community Center will be holding a comedy event featuring Mylo Hatzenbuhler on June 10th, 2021 and the new hire for the Community Center Assistant started today.

Advised Commission Board that the construction on South Main has started between 5th and 4th Street.
Sundhagen: 
Advised Commission Board and the constituents that May 31, 2021 will be his last day as Tioga President of the Commission Board. Sundhagen stated that it has been a privilege to serve the people of Tioga but now that he will be moving and living outside the City of Tioga he is stepping down. Handed exhibit to Commission Board of resignation letter effective May 31, 2021. Christianson stated that it has been a pleasure to work along side Sundhagen to ensure the progress and growth of Tioga. Bugbee said that Sundhagen has done allot for the City of Tioga and it will be sad to see him leave that position. 
Christianson made a motion to accept letter of resignation from Tim Sundhagen for the Tioga President of the Commission position, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize


Sundhagen requested that the Commission Board allow the Benches in front of the Police Station that were purchased with donations for his late wife to remain there and allow his children to continue to plant flowers around the area in her memory. All Commission Board was in agreeance.  
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Christianson made a motion to add under New Business agenda item #5 Hiring Architect for the expansion of the Community Center and agenda item #6 Parks, then approve agenda with changes made, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize
Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that she is currently working on a notice to abate with Larson and Salinas which will require a public hearing when completed. Also advised the Commission Board and constituents regarding the transaction process for a new President of the Commission. Tim Sundhagen’s last day is May 31, 2021, per North Dakota Century Code 40.08-08 and 40.08-10 there is a 15-day window to allow public to call for a special election if not an appointment can be made by Commission on June 15, 2021. Whomever the Commission appoints will have to resign their Commission seat and the Commission will allow another 15 day in order to appoint someone to that vacant seat.
2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Advised Commission Board that the preconstruction meeting for South Main took place the previous week and the bid opening for the lighting on South Main will take place May 19, 2021. Reiner handed exhibit to Commission Board of 2019 Tap Project Amendment from Moore for overview of construction.
Bugbee made a motion to approve signing of contract contingent on the review of Tioga City Attorney Elizabeth Pendlay, Second by Christiansen. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize

Reiner also advised that Teraflex Group is seeking permission to use a flash supplement mix which is common in construction but since it’s not yet added to the North Dakota construction standards prior approval is needed. Reiner Engineer Consultant for the City of Tioga recommends approval of use. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the use of a flash supplement mix in the South Main construction from Teraflex Group, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize

Reiner also would like to wish Tim Sundhagen good luck. 
New Business:
3. Resolution 2021 Title VI Program for Non-Discrimination – Resolution: #2021-004 Agenda Item: 3 Date: May 17, 2021 BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota: A RESOLUTION FORMALLY ADOPTING TITLE VI AND NONDISCRIMINATION POLICY, dated May 17, 2021. Whereas; the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota, is a municipal corporation, organized and existing under the laws so the State of North Dakota; Whereas; the City desires to formally adopt a certain Title VI and Nondiscrimination policy, which has become necessary in light of its desire to receive federal assistance, including federal grants. Whereas; Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 ensures that no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, or national origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination, including sex, age, disability, low income, or LEP discrimination, under any program or activity for which the Recipient receives Federal financial assistance. The Civil Rights Restoration Act of 1987 clarified the original intent of Congress, with respect to Title VI and other Nondiscrimination requirements (The Age Discrimination Act of 1975, and section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973) by restoring the broad, institutional-wide scope and coverage of these non-discrimination statuses and requirements to include all programs and activities of the Recipient, so long as any portion of the program is Federally- assisted. Whereas; it is the policy of the City to ensure compliance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and all related statutes or regulation in all programs and activities. As set forth in the City's Title VI and Nondiscrimination Policy, the City Auditor, working with the Commission President and the City's legal counsel, is granted the authority to administer and monitor the Title VI and Nondiscrimination Program as promulgated under the Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and any subsequent legislation. The City will provide assistance as needed. The City recognizes the need and will provide Title VI training for City personnel. Anyone who believes that he or she has been discriminated against would contact the City Auditor. NOW, THEREFORE, the City Commission approves the foregoing resolution and adopts the Title VI and Nondiscrimination Policy of the City of Tioga, dated May 17, 2021. 
Bugbee made a motion to approve Resolution 2021-04 Title VI Program for Non-Discrimination Policy, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize
4. Tioga Soccer Field – Dustin Taylor handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of future potential area of soccer field and gave a mini presentation of what the needs will be to have a usable soccer field in Tioga for ND Soccer Leagues to play, Taylor also advised commission Board that other Cities already have Soccer Teams and are willing to come to Tioga to play against a Tioga Soccer Team if Tioga has appropriate field.  
Bugbee made a motion to approve purchase of Soccer Nets contingent of whatever amount Tioga fund does not approve, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize
Bugbee made a motion to have Moore Engineering review the potential site for a future soccer field and to develop layout plans, based on Moore Engineering’s recommendation Taylor can proceed with the use of City owned property for a soccer field, Second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize
5. Hiring Architect for Phase 2 of Community Center – Salina handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of scoring sheet for firms interviewed for Phase 2 of the Community Center. 

Bugbee made a motion to approve the hiring of EAPC for Phase 2 of the Community Center, Second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize
6. Tioga City Park – Tyler Judkins (City Park Manager) – Advised Commission Board that 2 water meters were placed at 2 City Parks Locations. Judkins advised that the potential of those water meters being damaged are great and would like them removed until a more permanent solution can be made on how best to place those meters without them being damaged. Salli Fosberg (Park Board Member) stated that these water meters just appeared however Salinas informed her that the Water Superintendent was asked to place those water meters over 2 years ago. Sundhagen stated that the Park and City have to work together and not let egos get in the way so that when these type of issues arise there will be a quick and simple solution which will benefit the citizens of Tioga. Discussions held, Christianson stated water meters will remain where placed and if they become damaged replacement will be at the cost of the City.

7. Planning and Zoning Applications – Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for their review and consideration of a Planning and Zoning application from Tioga Partners for a Plat rearrangement to accommodate existing building setbacks. Planning and Zoning Board have reviewed and recommend approval.
8. Visitor Promotion Applications – Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for their review and consideration of Visitor Promotion Applications from the City of Tioga for the replacement of street banners that are tearing due to weather in the amount of $7,206, the City of Tioga Community Center for Hockey Ice Rink equipment in the amount of $28,395.95, the City of Tioga Community Center for the Medora Musical in the amount of $10,000 and from the Tioga American Legion Post 139 for the Baseball Field Improvement project in the amount of $50,000. Visitor Promotion Board has reviewed the application and recommend approval of all application as submitted except for the American Legion Post 139, Visitor Promotion Board recommends $30,000. 

9. Gaming Site Applications – Salinas handed the Commission Board an exhibit of a Gaming Site Authorization Application for their review and consideration for Model Tavern from American Legion Post 139. 

10. Payroll 05-07-2021 - Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of payroll for 05-07-2021. 

11. Financials for April 2021 - Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of financials from April 2021 of Fund Summary and Balance Sheet. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the consent agenda for a Planning and Zoning application from Tioga Partners for a Plat rearrangement to accommodate existing building setbacks, Visitor Promotion Applications from the City of Tioga for the replacement of street banners that are tearing due to weather in the amount of $7,206, the City of Tioga Community Center for Hockey Ice Rink equipment in the amount of $28,395.95, the City of Tioga Community Center for the Medora Musical in the amount of $10,000 and from the Tioga American Legion Post 139 for the Baseball Field Improvement project in the amount of $30,000, Gaming Permit Application from American Legion Post 139 for the Model Tavern, Payroll 05-07-2021, and Financials for April 2021 of Fund Summary and Balance Sheet, second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize
With no further business, the meeting of the Tioga City Commission was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Bugbee, second by Maize at 8:58p.m. call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Maize, Sundhagen
