Steele made a motion to approve the Commission Minutes of July 19, 2021 Regular Meeting, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Christianson made a motion to add to the agenda under new business #7 Renaissance Zone Application and #8 ToolKat then approve agenda with changes made, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – None – Took floor on agenda item #5.  
2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Informed Commission Board of construction progress for the South Main project. Handed exhibit of letter and contract from BNSF for a storm water permit, Reiner states that he has made some changes and sent it to Pendlay (City Attorney) for review. There is an added cost for insurance if the City would like to use the insurance company they suggest or we can cancel the old one we had and open a new one through current insurance. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the signing of the contract with BNSF contingent on Pendlay’s review and insurance will be done by City’s current provider, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of change order #2 from Moore Engineering for exploratory excavation, hydrant extension, removal and relocation of hydrant, new hydrant in the amount of $18,911.79. 
Maize made a motion to approve Change order #2 from Moore Engineering for exploratory excavation, hydrant extension, removal and relocation of hydrant, new hydrant in the amount of $18,911.79, second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Reiner handed an exhibit to the Commission Board for their review and consideration of change order #2 for the TAP 2019 project to adjust a manhole in the amount of $3,572.37.  

Steele made a motion to approve change order #2 in the amount of $$3, 572.37 from NDDOT for the adjustment of a manhole, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Reiner also advised that the TAP 2019 is complete and there are only punch list items that will need to be complete.  Handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of progress report #3 in the amount of $132,029.42 for the work that was completed on the TAP 2019 project. 
Christianson made a motion to approve Progress report #3 in the amount of $132,029.42 from NDDOT for the work completed on the TAP 2019 Project, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
New Business:
3. Mark Augustus – Asked to be on the agenda but did not show.
4. Preliminary 2022 Budget – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of the Preliminary 2022 City of Tioga Budget for their review and consideration. 
Maize made a motion to approve the City of Tioga Preliminary 2022 Budget, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Salinas advised the Commission Board that a public budget hearing needs to be scheduled if levy’s requested are over $100,000 per NDCC 57-15-02.2a between September 7 and October 7, 2021.
Christianson made a motion to hold a public hearing for the City of Tioga 2022 Budget on September 7, 2021 at 6:00pm, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
5. Preliminary 2022 Vector Control #2 Budget – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of the Preliminary 2022 Vector Control #2 Budget for their review and consideration, and stated that a hearing does not need to be called because levy’s requested are under $100,000.  
Maize made a motion to approve the Preliminary 2022 Vector Control #2 Budget, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Pendlay asked Commission Board if she can have floor for a moment, request was granted. Pendlay advised the Commission Board and constituents that a citizen requested information regarding the procedures to bring the Park back under the City’s authority. Pendlay advised the Citizen that according to North Dakota Century Code 40-49-07.2. The Park Board would have to present a proposal for dissolving the City Park District by resolution incorporating a dissolution plan approved by a majority vote of the Park Board or by a citizen’s petition incorporating a dissolution plan signed by 25% or more of the total number of qualified electors of the City Park District voting at the last regular City election and sub mitted to the governing body of the City. Then Governing body of the City shall place the question at a regular or primary election. 
6. Estimate for a Solar Slow Down Sign - Salinas handed an exhibit to the Commission Board for their review and consideration of an estimate from Newman Signs for solar speeding slow down signs in the amount of $5,346 to be placed on Signal Road going and coming from Tioga High School. Discussions held.
Christianson made a motion to approve up to $6,000 for 2 solar speeding slow down signs that will be placed on signal road going and coming from Tioga High School, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
7. Renaissance Application – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of Renaissance Application from Becky Kingston.

Christianson made a motion to approve Renaissance Application from Becky Kingston, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
8. ToolKat – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of an estimate for the purchase of a toolkat for the Community Center, Salinas explained that previously the Community Center had been approved for a custom Polaris snow mover, blower, ice smoother however the company returned the funds and this piece of equipment would be close to what will be needed. Salinas states that the total cost to the City will be $35,842.80 due to discounts and previous approved grants from Visitor Promotion Board. Discussions held.
