Old Business:
1. Legal – Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that she will defer until the executive session. 
2. Moore Engineering: Reiner – Advised Commission Board of status update for Northeast Reconstruction Project Phase 2, handed exhibit of updated construction schedule. Reiner advised Commission Board that Strata Corp. was informed of the liquidated damages clause for failure to meet contractual obligations.  Reiner handed exhibit to Commission Board of pay application #3 from Strata Corp in the amount of $306,961.06 for work done to date on NE Reconstruction Phase 2. Reiner states that he has reviewed pay application and recommends approval. 

Christianson made a motion to approve pay application #3 from Strata Corp in the amount of $306,961.06 for work done to date on NE Reconstruction Phase 2, second by Travis. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize

Reiner gave update on South Main, TeraFlex is completing unaffected areas punch list items only. Reiner handed exhibit to Commission Board of Change from Braun Intertec in the amount of $52,712 for completing drilling, soil Borings and report on South Main Project. Reiner states that he has reviewed change and recommends denial. 
Christianson made a motion to deny the change application from Braun Intertec in the amount of $52,712 for completing soil borings and report on South Main, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize
Steele advised the Commission Board that in order to continue the Tioga Dam Trail and Park Improvement we need to find out if the dam is leaking and what the cost will be to fix it.
Steele made a motion to have Josh Reiner/Moore Engineering look into the cause of the leakage from the dam and what the cost of fixing it will be, second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize
3. EDC update – Commission President Kevin Litten advised the constituents that he received phone call and it has been postponed until next Commission Meeting. 
4. Request to Change Date of Public Hearing for community Center – Bob Anderson – Advised Commission board that the date for the public Hearing needed to be changed, discussions held. 
New Business:

5. New Hire for Part-Time Economic Director – Exhibit of investigative report and job description was handed to Commission Board for their review and consideration. Discussions held.  
Steele made a motion to not fund EDC Director Dennis Lindahl and advertise and hire a new Part-time Economic Director for the City of Tioga, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Travis, Steele, Maize Nays; Christianson
6. RDO estimate for a New Pay Loader – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of estimate for a new Pay Loader from RDO in the amount of $202,000.  Kirk Odegaard (Steet Superintendent) stated with trade in value the City would pay $103,500. The old pay loader needs allot of work and new tires. 

Travis made a motion to approve the purchase of a new pay loader from RDO in the amount of $103,500, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize

7. Van Diest Estimate for a New Vector Sprayer – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of estimate for a new vector mosquito sprayer in the amount of $16,200, Kirk Odegaard (Steet Superintendent) stated it is the original machine that has been used since the City stated spraying for mosquitos and it has been fixed so many times that when they took it in the last time the welder stated that if it breaks once more he can no longer fix it. Salinas also stated that there is money in the vector budget for this item and the street department will also be asking for a new truck in the future since the one in use is old.
Christianson made a motion to approve the purchase of a new vector Sprayer from Van Diest in the amount of $16,200, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize

8. Estimate for Theater Roof Repair – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of estimate from Tops Roofing, LLC and Pleasant Builders in the amount of $53,250 for a new roof and spray insulation.
Christianson made a motion to approve up to $53,250 for a new roof and spray insulation, but to also get a quote from Aaron Olson prior to awarding to see if he can give a better quote, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize
9. Fund Account Number Change in budget – Salinas advised Commission Board that she is seeking permission to remove the Community Center out of the general fund and into a fund of its own to  better track. 
Travis made a motion to approve the removal of the Community Center from the general fund and place it into a fund of its own, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize
10. Estimate for the Police Department Side by Side Equipment – Josh Nelson – Police Chief Nelson handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and approval of an estimate from Valley Sport and Marine to make the side-by-side road ready in the amount of $1,327.47.
Steele made a motion to approve the purchase of equipment for the Police Department side by side to make it road ready from Valley Sport and Marine in the amount of $1,327.47, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize
11. Raise and Promotions – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of recommendation to move Janet Galvan from probation to permanent employee with a 3% raise effective September 1, 2022.

Travis made a motion to approve moving Janet Galvan from probation employee to permanant Employee and give her a 3% raise effective September 1, 2022, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize

Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of recommendation to give Christin Bowman a raise effective September 1, 2022.

Planning and Zoning Board ETA Representative – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review of letter from Helen Askim, Communications Director for Williams County stating that the County Board will be appointing a representative from the Tioga Extra Territorial Area (ETA) to the Tioga Planning and Zoning Board and would like to know if the Commission Board would like to make the Planning and Zoning Board a 7-seat board or leave it at 5 and have someone step down. Discussions held. 
Travis made a motion to table decision until the Tioga Planning and Zoning Board has been asked to see what their wishes are, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize

Visitor Promotion Application – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of a Visitor Promotion Application from Farm Festival Committee in the amount of $5,000 for the 63rd Annual Farm Festival. Visitor Promotion Board has reviewed application and recommends approval. The Visitor Promotion Board is also asking for approval of changes to the forms to update.

Travis made a motion to reopen General Commission Meeting at 9:26pm, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize.
Travis made a Motion to proceed with legal action process against Aero Fleet One, second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Travis, Steele, Maize.
