Christianson made a motion to add to the agenda under new business #7 Police Department Admin New Hire, #8 Lexipol, #9 Toolkat Snow bucket & Angle Brush then approve agenda with changes made, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Old Business:
1. Legal – Advised Commission Board that she spoke with Ralph Nutt’s Attorney regarding affordable Senior Housing and a possible HOA to maintain that section of homes affordable for seniors. Pendlay also advised Commission Board that Chief of Police Nelson did contact her regarding Lexipol which will be on the agenda and she feels that will be a good way to maintain Police Officer laws and regulations. 

2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Informed Commission Board of construction progress for the South Main project, paving almost complete, restoration of top soil on yards, and will do a walk through with contractors to go through the punch list and handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and approval consideration Pay Application #5 from Teraflex Group in the amount of $663, 525.85. Reiner stated he has reviewed payment application and recommends approval.

Steele made a motion to approve Payment Application #5 from Teraflex Group for work completed to date in the amount of $663,525.85, second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Reiner also advised that bollards should be placed in the vacant area on the southwest side of the railroad tracks to protect the new curb, gutter and sidewalk from being driven over. They would need to purchase 14 bollards at $915 per bollard for a total of $12,810.00------ Need to talk to BNSF.

Reiner handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and approval consideration of Pay Application #7 from BEK Consulting in the amount of $16,009.01 for final payment of NE Reconstruction. Reiner stated he has reviewed payment application and recommends approval.

5. Letter of Interest for Tioga Fund – Hanson handed exhibit to Commission Board of letter of interest from Wendy Lenzen to become part of the Tioga Fund Board and fill the vacant seat. Tioga Fund Board has reviewed the letter of interest and are in full support for Wendy Lenzen to become part of the Tioga Fund Board. 

Steele made a motion to appoint Wendy Lenzen to the Tioga Fund Board, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Maize made a motion to approve the estimate for the yearly cost of Lexipol to assist the Tioga Police Department in updating and maintaining the Police Officer laws, policies and regulations, second by Steele.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
9. Toolkat parts – Hanson handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of estimate for toolkat parts in the amount of $2,703.30. Wrong parts were previously ordered and this amount will correct the error. Discussions held.
Maize made a motion to approve the toolkat parts in the amount of $2,703.30, second by Sandberg.  Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
