BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota:

That the following ordinances be amended as indicated:

6.0203 Water Meters

Every consumer of water shall provide a suitable place where a water meter can be installed. 5/8 inch water meters will be furnished by the City to the consumer upon the payment of a water deposit in an amount which shall be set from time to time by resolution of the City Commission. The consumer may request from the City a different size water meter. After approval by the City, such water meter shall be provided to the consumer, at a rate to be set by resolution of the city.

6.0503 Plumbing Code - Changes in Existing Installations

The Superintendent of the Water and Sewer Department is hereby given authority to order the repair, alteration or removal of any sanitary sewer connection or plumbing, any connection to storm water sewer, or any private sanitary drain, cesspool or privy, which does not meet City standards and specifications, or is in such condition as to be unsanitary, or to constitute a public nuisance or menace to health. In case of such repair, alteration or removal, if the plumbing code is not observed and connections not properly executed by the owner or owners thereof, in accordance with his directions, he may cause the same to be discontinued from any source of water supply. The cost of any and all repairs, alteration or removal done under this section shall be paid by the consumer.

It shall thereafter be unlawful for any person in any manner to use any such installation, or to supply water thereto, until the same shall have been put in a safe and sanitary condition according to City standards and specifications.

6.0504 Plumbing Code - New Installations

All plumbing work and all excavations in the public streets or alleys, the cutting and replacing of pavement, laying of water and sewer connections, and connections to storm water sewers, and all construction of private sanitary drains and cesspools, within the corporate limits shall be undertaken and executed only by a master plumber, or other persons, as have obtained a general license for such work, together with a permit for each separate job, provided that the tapping of water mains and the placing of corporate cocks therein shall be done only under the supervision of City employees, according to City standards and specifications, located at City Hall for purchase through the Auditor’s office.

It is further resolved that said ordinances shall be published in the official City news upon the second reading of said ordinance.
