Weflen moved to approve the minutes of May 18, 2015 as presented, second by Grubb.  Roll call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland

Grubb moved to approve the minutes of May 19, 2015 Board of Equalization meeting as presented, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Weflen, McClelland.  Davidson abstained.

Grubb advised he gave approval to begin filling the pool.

Grubb moved to approve the modifications to the agenda, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.

Old Business
Ackerman-Estvold:


Tom Johnson presented Commission with amendments to the Annabelle file that was unintentionally left out.


Johnson advised the lagoons are coming along nicely and requested a signature on the Quam Construction contract for Main Street Downtown reconstruction.  Johnson advised the preconstruction meeting is set for Friday June 5, 2015 at 8am.


Weflen moved to approve the contract for Quam Construction, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland. 

John Schumacher advised the Welo Street plans should be finished by Friday June 5, 2015.  

AE2S:


Larry Anderson advised 14 companies have requested plans for the Water Main project which opens June 24, 2015.  Anderson advised the dirt work at the lagoons is progressing and requested property boundaries be located.  Discussion was held regarding the access road to the lagoons either being paved or remaining gravel.

Alcohol Ordinance Amendments:


Bunner advised that on March 30, 2015 the Commission approved the new rates and classifications of licenses yet nothing has been done with it since, requested the Commission approve her to draft the Amendment to the Ordinance.


Grubb moved to approve Bunner to draft the Alcohol Ordinance Amendment as presented, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.

GIS Mapping System:


Discussion was held regarding the type of system and the equipment that would meet the City’s needs.  


Grubb moved to approve the purchase of a Web-based GIS mapping system with 2 markers, smart phone accessibility as well as a refurbished Toughbook, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Weflen, Davidson, McClelland.

Ordinance 2015-16:

Weflen moved to approve the second reading of Ordinance 2015-16 regarding the annexation of property, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland.

Resolution 2015-18:

Grubb moved to approve Resolution 2015-18 regarding amendments to Ordinances, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.

Lee Olson:


Discussion was held regarding Lee Olson’s property and his request for City water and Sewer.  
Matt Hutchins Presentation:


Matt Hutchins presented the Commission with a 3 year proposal for Tioga renting office space at Tioga Square.
Jeff Spivey Presentation:


Spivey presented the Commission with plans and estimates for remodeling the existing building owned by the City to incorporate City Hall, Police Department, Community Services/Development and Commission/Court Room.  


Discussion was held regarding both proposals and a consensus was made that the Commission would like to get the opinions of the City employees as well as the Community’s opinions as to the location of City Hall.  Decision was made that Weflen would visit with EDC and Chamber of Commerce to get their opinions and a decision would be made at the next regular Commission meeting on June 15, 2015.


Grubb moved to table the matter until the next regular Commission meeting on June 15, 2015 pending community and employee opinions, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Weflen, Davidson, McClelland.
Jeff Spivey Dog Pound:


Spivey presented the Commission with plans and estimates on the City Dog Pound.  

Discussion was held regarding completeing the project in phases.  


Weflen moved to table the matter until the next regular Commission meeting on June 15, 2015 to allow Spivey to present prices for different phases, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Davidson, Grubb, McClelland.

JLG Termination:


Discussion was made regarding the postponement of the New City Hall project and the possible legal issues involved with delaying architects further for a project that may not happen.  


Grubb moved that the City terminate the contract with JLG Architects for the New City Hall project, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Weflen, Davidson, McClelland.

CMAR City Hall:


 Bunner advised that after tabulating the score sheets from the interview committee, Graham Construction was the highest score.


Grubb moved to approve Graham Construction for CMAR on the City Hall project, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Weflen, Davidson, McClelland.  
New Business:
Dee Doman:

Dee Doman addressed the Commission regarding his current violations and apologized.

Handbook Amendments:

A. Chain of Commands:

Bunner advised per Ben Johnson’s request a chain of command policy was drafted for the handbook.  


Weflen moved to approve the chain of command policy as presented, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland.

B. Vacation:

Bunner advised there have been some concerns regarding the rate at which vacation time is calculated and not equaling out to the amount of days stated in the handbook, for this reasons she amended the rate to equal the amount of days.  Bunner also advised that the Commission has yet to make a determination on the days of vacation per year for employees.  


Weflen moved to approve the adjustment to vacation accrual rate as presented, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland.


Grubb moved to table the vacation days for length of service until the next regular Commission meeting on June 15, 2015 at which time a determination will be made, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.

C. Uniforms:

Bunner advised that currently the only employees required wearing uniforms is Police Officers and Public Works, however she requested the commission add an amendment to allow administrative and dispatchers to be provided shirts as well.  

Weflen moved to approve the amendment as presented regarding the City providing up to 5 shirts to dispatchers and administrative employees, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Davidson, Grubb, McClelland.

D. Exempt Employees:

Bunner advised there has been a lot of confusion regarding comp time for exempt employees and requested clarification on the subject.  Discussion was held and Commission advised exempt employees do not get comp time.  They are to work a minimum of 40 hours per week and any time over the 40 hours per week can be, at the discretion of the department head or Commissioner, given to exempt employees on an hour for hour basis as time off.  

Resolution Authorizing Undertaking for Municipal Improvements:


McClelland read resolution.

Grubb moved to approve the resolution as presented, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.

Resolution Authorizing Issuance of Sewer Improvement Certificates and Bonds:


Weflen moved to approve the resolution as presented, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland.
Permits:

Karen Wolla; Conditional Use Permit



Davidson moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Karen Wolla, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; Davidson, Grubb, Weflen, McClelland


Wade Bail; Building Permit



Weflen moved to approve the Building permit for Wade Bail, second by Grubb.  Roll call: Ayes; Weflen, Grubb, Davidson, McClelland.

Outside Bulletin Board:


Bunner presented two options for outside bulletin boards.


Davidson moved to approve the purchase of an outside bulletin board for $700.00, second by Grubb.  Roll call: Ayes; Davidson, Grubb, Weflen, McClelland.


Weflen moved to adjourn, second by Grubb.  All stated Aye.
