#1 New Auditor:

Antonio Conti: Due to changes in City Auditors Annexations letter were not sent out to land owners, requesting a change to be made in date of public hearing in order to ensure annexation letter are sent out to land owners allowing 30 day notice and republish in the news paper. McClelland advised that it will be rescheduled to August 25, 2015 6:00pm at City Hall. Bid for water tower opened 2 weeks ago, packets were handed out to City Commissioners showing qualifications. Will request approval of CMAR for water tower next Commissioner meeting.
Larry Anderson: Requesting approval of Waste Water Facility CMAR contract upon approval of City Attorney. 

Waste Water Facility Construction plans and specs will be submitted to the Health Department by July 10th. 3 Construction Management Firms proposals were received and are in the process of reviewing application.

#7 Liquor License - Bucking Buffalo

McClelland advised this was tabled previously as Commissioners had questions and there was no representative. Bobbie Rupert stated he is owner and is present to answer questions. McClelland advised that without any knowledge to the City a bar was built, and an application for on and off sales was submitted which means a person can purchase alcoholic beverages and leave the premises with the purchase. Owner Bobbie Rupert stated the form was filled out incorrectly, the application is for sales of alcoholic beverages on premises only. Davidson asked as to what type of entertainment will be featured at the bar, owner Bobbie Rupert stated just normal entertainment, somewhere you can go hear music on weekends, he also advised the Commissioners that his plans are to make it a convention center, which could also be used to hold Business meetings,  or Christmas parties. Rupert advised that he hopes to be an asset to the community. Heather Novak presented City Commissioners with a petition to prevent the Bucking Buffalo Restaurant from becoming a Nightclub/Bar, 154 signatures were collected. Several citizens expressed pros and cons for opening bar.

#4 Community Development Updates and Survey
Melissa Koch:  Attending new conferences
Renaissance Zoning is moving forward, legislation has approved for the amount of blocks to be 34 from 23 which means most of Tioga if not all can be zoned as such. There is no Commissioner Representative at this time but it’s needed. Will be requesting $60,000 for the Senior Center Bus, a Bus driver has already been interviewed and we are just waiting on the grant. Side Walk Grant was approved but there were no funds to be given due to priority. Waiting to be able to apply for the grant for 67th Street Water Main. Working on new electronic sign for Highway 40 and 2nd Street with Chamber of Commerce. A sign application will be presented to Planning and Zoning Committee for approval. Working on new EDC memberships and new businesses around the community. Received small grant for museum to get a new computer and software system to start cataloging all Museum of Tioga inventory, but we have no one to complete the work. Working on securing cameras for Park Board.  Survey given to City Commissioners to see what is the order importance of work that needs to be completed within the next 5 years. McClelland stated that either Commissioner or Grubb will be attending the Renaissance Zoning Committee as a representative. 
#5 City Hall/PD Relocation: 

Jeff Spivey advised board that a Structural Engineer has checked building and everything has passed.  If we start now we can possibly be able to complete most of building with move in date of January 2016. Spoke with City Auditor and next step is to address the business that is currently in the City building. The business has been advised that their lease is up and extension till June 30th is also passed.
