Christianson made a motion to approve the Commission Minutes of March 15, 2021, second by Bugbee.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize
Commissioners Reports: 
Christianson:
Advised Commission Board will have to add to the agenda under new business for the purchase of a blower that went down at one of the lift stations. Agenda item #8
Bugbee:
Advised Commission Board will have to add to the agenda under new business an advertisement for a new full time Community Center Assistant. Agenda item #10. The plans for the new updates to the Tioga Theater are being finalized and the construction should be completed within 6 weeks from start date. Bugbee also advised the Commission Board and constituents that Dan Larson is the Community Service Director and he will be sending out letters to clean up your properties since summer is coming. Bugbee stated it’s important to clean the area it keeps the value of your home and attracts people to the community so Larson will be enforcing the rules and ordinances which is what he was hired to do. Larson is not picking on anyone if a letter is received, he is doing the job that the Commission hired him to complete. 
Sandberg:
Advised Commission Board will have to add to the agenda under new business an advertisement for a new full time Police Chief. Agenda item #11
Maize:
Advised the Commission Board that he will be getting quotes to add new culverts to 6th street and by swimming pool which will have to go under the street.

Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Sandberg made a motion to change under new business agenda item #8 from New Hire to Purchase of Water Pump/Blower for lift Station and add #10 Advertisement for a Community Center Assistant, #11 Advertisement for a Police Chief and then approve agenda with changes made, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize
Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – RV Ordinance- Advised Commission Board that at last Commission meeting there were still some misinformation and it needed to be clarified. Even if you have fulfilled State requirements and purchased a license plate for a FEMA trailer in a Tioga RV Park that does not necessarily mean your in compliance. Tioga has some ordinances equal to or more stringent than the State of ND and the Tioga RV Ordinance and procedures follow the more stringent rule. Pendley reminded everyone that things like skid shacks are not licensable and, in those cases, they were given 1 year to become compliant. Pendlay also stated what is needed in these cases are to determine if these trailers that are not RV’s need more defined terms like what is a “permanent occupant structure” what is a "temporary occupation" and what is "recreational use" and come up with a list such as; Is it something that is on a concrete slab and does not have wheels, has it been there for more than 11 months, is it bolted down etc... Discussions held. 
Bugbee made a motion to table this discussion and have the Planning & Zoning Board define the terms "temporary occupation" and "recreational use" and what is a permanent structure, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Handed exhibit to Commission Board of bid tabulation for South Main reconstruction showing low bidder was Teraflex Group with a total of $3,532,745.10 which includes the alternate 1 for South Benson and states that he recommends award approval.
Bugbee made a motion to accept bid from Teraflex Group in the amount of $3,532,745.10 with alternate 1 for South Benson and sign notice to proceed, Second by Sandberg. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

Reiner also handed exhibit to Commission Board of pictures for potential lighting structures from Prairie Engineering.  
Bugbee made a motion to accept design of light poles as presented, Second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

Reiner advised Commission Board that contracts with Teraflex Group and amendments to Moore contract will follow, and TAP 2019 will be starting construction in May. 

3. Land Sale on Corner of Highway 2 and 40 – Sundhagen advised Commission Board that the City of Tioga 3-mile sign sits on the corner of State Highway 2 and County Highway 40, he stated that he received calls from citizens being against the purchase with their tax dollars. Discussions held.

4. Tax Equalization – Was completed during the equalization meeting
5. Update City Website – Salinas handed an estimate to Commission Board from Tao Interactive to update the City Website for their review and consideration. 
Christianson made a motion to approve up to but not exceed $10,000 for Tao Interactive to update City website, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

6. Letter of Interest for Tioga Fund – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of letter of interest from Nathan Germundson to become part of the Tioga Fund Board and fill the vacant seat. Tioga Fund Board has reviewed the letter of interest and are in full support for Nathan Germundson to become part of the Tioga Fund Board. 
Bugbee made a motion to appoint Nathan Germundson to the Tioga Fund Board, Second by Sandberg. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

7. Old Water Bills – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of old water bills that had been closed back from 2002 to present. Salinas states that these bills are left from when homes were sold, owners passed away, renters moved or some were just old penalties that keep incurring but never showed because the accounts were closed. Salinas is seeking permission to waive or assess old water bills. 
Bugbee made a motion to either waive or assess old water bills then close them, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

8. Estimate for Pump/Blower – Christianson handed exhibit of estimate to repair pump at the lift station by City shop from ND Sewage Pump & Lift Station Service Company in the amount of $8,900 for their review and consideration. 
Christianson made a motion to accept an estimate from ND Sewage Pump & Lift Station Service Company in the amount of $8,900 for repairs and pump at the lift station by City Shop, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

9. Dog Park – Christianson handed exhibit to Commission Board of map where the dog park would be located. Christianson stated that this would be a good addition to Tioga.
Christianson made a motion to allow piece of property at the Tioga Dam by the camper site location to be turned into a dog park and he will seek funds for fence from Tioga Fund, Second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize
10. Community Center Assistant – Bugbee advised Commission Board that the current Community Center Assistant will be leaving because her spouse was offered a job in another state and is seeking permission to advertise for the vacant position that will occur in May.
Sandberg made a motion to advertise for the vacant position of Community Center assistant that will be coming in May, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sandberg, Maize

11. Police Chief – Sandberg advised Commission Board that she is ready to fill the permanent position of Police Chief and is seeking permission to advertise for the vacant position.
