Christianson made a motion to approve the Commission Meeting Minutes of July 6, 2021, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Christianson made a motion to approve the Commission Special Meeting Minutes of July 9, 2021, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Maize made a motion to approve agenda with no changes made, Second by Steele. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Maize, Steele
Old Business:
1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that she has returned her focus on the Planning and Zoning Ordinance. Pendlay also advised Commission Board that the last print of the local newspaper stated comments that she didn’t state she condemns any political discord she wants to be clear that citizens can discuss anything they would like but in order for it to be effective and convey a message, thought or issue it should be done correctly in government meeting or direct communication and not on Facebook, she also disagrees with the comment that the newspaper article stated it was  an outcry over several comments on Facebook. On the agenda we will not be discussing the initial Commission vacancy that was the alleged controversy which requirements were not met to hold a special election, the Special Election that will be taking place is due to the second Commission vacancy that was open and all the requirements were met according to North Dakota Century Code.
2. Moore Engineering: Josh Reiner – Advised Commission Board of Construction for South and handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and approval consideration of Pay Application #2 from Teraflex Group in the amount of $302,673.42. Reiner stated he has reviewed payment application and recommends approval.

Christianson made a motion to approve pay application #2 in the amount of $302,673.42 to Teraflex Group for work completed to date, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Reiner also handed exhibits to Commission Board President for signature of previously approved contracts for the lighting on South Main with Triangle Electric. Reiner also gave updates to Commission Board of the TAP 2019 and stated that at the next meeting he will be bringing final pay application for that project. 
New Business:
3. Special Election – Pendlay advised Commission Board all requirements for a special election were met and Salinas will be asking for approval as outlined on North Dakota Century Code. 
Salinas advised the Commission Board to consider November 9th, 2021 for date of Special Election.

Steele made a motion to hold Special Election on November 9th, 2021, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Maize, Steele

Salinas advised the Commission Board that Andrea Keever will be overseeing the Special Election workers which will be 5 to 8 employees and recommends a pay of $300 for the day of the special election.
Steele made a motion to pay special election workers $300 for the day, Second by Maize. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Maize, Steele

Salinas advised Commission Board that the Canvassing Board for a special election according to North Dakota Century Code consist of the President of the Commission, the City Attorney, the city auditor and 2 Commission Board members, asking the Commission Board to appoint who those board members will be. 
Christianson made a motion to appoint Maize, Steele, Bugbee, Pendlay and Salinas as the canvassing Board for the Special Election, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Salinas advised that if a Citizen of Tioga would like to be on the ballot for the special election a petition form SFN 02704 and affidavit form SFN 10172 must be turned in by September 7, 2021 at 4pm to City Hall which is 64 days prior to the special election. If you would like to do early voting the absentee ballot form SFN 51468 can be requested 46 days prior to election and must be turned in to City Hall or post marked November 8th, 2021.
4. Code of Conduct – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board Code of Conduct for the Tri-County Board and is asking for the review and approval to sign the form. 

Steele made a motion to approve the signing of the Code of Conduct form for the Tri-County Board, second by Christianson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
5. Request to Hire – Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for request to hire part time Library Assistant contingent on drug, alcohol and background check.
Christianson made a motion to approve hiring a Part Time Library Assistant contingent on drug, alcohol and background check, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for request to hire Part Time Community Center Assistant contingent on drug, alcohol and background check.

Christianson made a motion to approve hiring Part Time Community Center Assistant contingent on drug, alcohol and background check, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Salinas handed exhibits to Commission Board for request to hire a Part Time City Hall Assistant contingent on Interview, drug, alcohol and background check. Discussions held.

Steele made a motion to approve hiring Part Time City Hall Assistant contingent on interview, drug, alcohol and background check, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
Salinas also advised that at next meeting there will be possible Police Department promotions. 
6. Resignations – Salinas handed letter of resignation to the Library Board from Doneen Larson effective immediately. Discussions held. 
Christianson made a motion to accept resignation letter for Library Board from Doneen Larson, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Steele made a motion to advertise for the vacant Library Board seat, second by Christianson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Salinas handed letter of resignation to the Planning and Zoning Board from Dyran Pederson effective September 16, 2021.  

Christianson made a motion to accept resignation letter for Planning and Zoning Board from Daryn Pederson effective September 16, 2021, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

Christianson made a motion to advertise for the vacant Planning and Zoning Board seat, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

7. Estimate for Cameras in the Tioga Dam area – Salinas handed Commission Board exhibit of estimate from NCC for the security cameras in the Tioga Dam area and is requesting an upgrade to the amount of channels that can be seen from an 8 camera system to a 32. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the estimate from NCC for updated system and cameras in the amount of $3,541.00, second by Maize.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize
8. Estimate for Environmental Site Assessment – Salinas handed estimate for an environmental site assessment from North Land Consulting and MTS for their review and consideration. Salinas advised that this is for the potential site where the new soccer field might be located. 
Christianson made a motion to approve the estimate from North Land Consulting for environmental study site assessment where the potential site for a new soccer field might be located in the amount of $3,500, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Ayes; Christianson, Steele, Maize

9. Planning and Zoning Applications – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of a Planning and Zoning application from Ken Schwanke for a final Plat of a City Park. The Planning and Zoning Board has reviewed both applications and recommends approval. 
10. Tioga Fund Applications – Salinas handed the Commission Board for their review and consideration of Tioga Fund applications from Tioga Area EDC for Drone camp in the amount of $15,000, Tioga Fund Board has reviewed and recommends approval. Application from Tioga Police Department for National Night Out Community Event in the amount of $1,705.00, Tioga Fund Board has reviewed and recommends approval. Application from Dakota Strategic Communications for internship/mentoring program in the amount of $30,000, Tioga fund Board has reviewed and recommends denial of application. Application from Tioga Area EDC for cost of 2 drones for the ND Work Smart Grant in the amount of $2,996.00, Tioga Fund Board has reviewed and recommends approval. Tioga Fund Board has reviewed the Tioga Store Front Improvement Grant and recommends the continuance for 4 more years with a max of $5,000 match per application.     

11. Financials for June 2021 - Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board for their review and consideration of financials from June 2021 of Fund Summary and Balance Sheet. 
Maize made a motion to approve the consent agenda for a Planning and Zoning application from Ken Schwanke for a Final Plat of a City Park, approval of Tioga Fund applications from Tioga Area EDC for Drone camp in the amount of $15,000, approval of application from Tioga Police Department for National Night Out Community Event in the amount of $1,705.00, denial of Application from Dakota Strategic Communications for internship/mentoring program in the amount of $30,000, approval of application from Tioga Area EDC for cost of 2 drones for the ND Work Smart Grant in the amount of $2,996.00, and approval of  the Tioga Store Front Improvement Grant continuance for 4 more years with a max of $5,000 match per application, and Financials for June 2021 of Fund Summary and Balance Sheet, second by Christianson.
