A meeting of the Planning & Zoning Board of the City of Tioga was called to order at 5:30 pm on June 13, 2022 by President of the Planning & Zoning Board Linda Meyer.

[bookmark: _Hlk57195527]Rudnik made a motion to approve the Planning & Zoning Meeting Minutes of April 11, 2022, second by Pederson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Meyer, Pederson.

Old Business - None

New Business

1. Brian Colbert –Larson handed an exhibit of a building application for a new build on a single-family home to be built on the corner of 5th St SW and Dakota St SW.  Larson advised there will need to be a right away established on the south end of the property to provide access to the properties west of the property and Colbert has agreed to work with the city on the ROW.  Larson advised that he, Brian Colbert, Jeff Moberg (City Water Superintendent), and Josh Reiner (Moore Engineering) had met on the water and sewer service to this parcel.  Larson advised some surveying had been done with elevations shot for the height of the sewer.    Discussions were held.  Hanson made a motion to approve the building application for a new single-family home, second by Rudnik. Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Pederson, Steele, Meyer.
2. Sharla Candelaria/GS Solutions – Meyer explained that Candelaria was applying for a variance to reclassify from crew housing to apartments.  The property is currently zoned as C1 and right next to an I2.  In the current Planning and Zoning chart of what’s permissible and the use of the property, residential is not allowed in a C1 zone even under a conditional use. Larson advised in order to make these permanent there would need to be modifications made as there are code issues, however it would still be a C1 next to I2.  Pendlay advised that first we need to define exactly what is out there, do they fall within the definition of apartments? Discussions held.  Rudnik made a motion to deny variance application to change from man camp to apartments, second by Steele.  Roll Call: Nays:  Rudnik, Steele, Hanson, Pederson, Meyer.
3. Sharla Candelaria/GS Solutions – Larson stated there are many minor code violations on these structures.  They are not tied down properly, the entrances on the structures do not have a platform on the door to go into the structure; the issues have been addressed many times but to date have not been corrected.  Pendlay stated the timeframe is what the board needs to be aware of.  The original conditional use application (2011) was made under prior ownership and had campground/crew camp on there.  They repeatedly renewed that and if you look at our current ordinance it specifically states that in no event shall a man camp persist longer than a cumulative period of 2 years.  The camp has existed for a period of 11 years.  While the ordinance was being updated the crew camp was in hiatus waiting for the ordinance to be completed.  Rudnik asked if we should bring in state inspectors and Larson stated it may bring more credibility to our case.  Discussion held.   Pendlay stated if we consider giving Candelaria 2 years to run as a crew camp then you could because the ordinance is new, the application is new and if we were to give her the benefit of another 2 years under the new ordinance then you would want her to become compliant.  Pendlay then asked the question are you willing to create a precedence under the new ordinance, even if she existed for the previous 11 years, we would restart the clock.  She would then be available to have 2 more years under the new ordinance from the date of her application.  Rudnik made a motion to approve crew camp conditional use full term as permitted by ordinance with the condition that a 3-sided fence be completed by September 1st, 2022, second by Hanson.  Ayes; Steele, Hanson, Rudnik, Meyer. Nays; Pederson.
4. Dan Larson Updates – Larson updated on senior housing, park on south side of town, building permits.

With no further business, the regular meeting of the Tioga Planning and Zoning was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Rudnik, second by Steele at 6:33 p.m. Call: Ayes; Rudnik, Steele, Pederson, Meyer, Hanson.
