Call: Ayes; Hanson, Pederson, Rudnik, Meyer.

Old Business
GS Solutions/Conditional Use Permit – Larson updated board members on the September 1, 2022 deadline of the crew camp to get to spec to keep permit.  Larson sent notice via mail, email and also texted the letter and received a response that steps have been taken to begin closure of GS Solutions (the cabins) located at 1103 Hess Dr. Tioga, ND as of Sept 1, 2022 and that the Current renters have been given notice.  Discussion held.  Rudnik made a motion to withdraw the permit, second by Hanson.  Call: Ayes; Hanson, Pederson Rudnik, Meyer.
New Business

1. Rayann VandeSandt/Conditional Use Application -- Larson handed an exhibit of a conditional use application for Annie’s Greenhouse to the board for review. Discussion held.  Hanson made a motion to approve the conditional use application, second by Rudnik. Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Pederson, Meyer.
2. Rayann VandeSandt/Building Application – Larson handed an exhibit of a building application for Annie’s Greenhouse to the board for review. Larson advised that the greenhouses need to be put back together as they were taken down and also the greenhouses need to be anchored down.  Discussion held.   Hanson made a motion to approve the building application, second by Rudnik.  Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Pederson, Meyer.
3. Hyrum Zitting/Conditional Use Application – Larson handed an exhibit of a conditional use application from Hyrum Zitting for an RV Campground.  Larson stated Zitting had been operating the campground since August without the CUP and when Larson brought this to his attention, he filled out the application and brought to City Hall with the application fee.  Larson stated Zitting is proposing that the sites be reduced by half which will increase the size of the RV spots.  Zitting’s long-term goal is to build a shop for his construction business.  Pederson asked about the construction of a perimeter fence.  Discussion held.  Rudnik made a motion to fine Zitting a $500 Penalty for operating a campground before CUP was approved, second by Hanson.  Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Pederson, Meyer.
Hanson made a motion to approve the CUP with condition the fence is in place by November 1st, 2022, second by Rudnik. Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Pederson, Meyer.
4. Tioga Public School/Building Application – Larson handed an exhibit of a building application for Tioga High School to expand the athletic department (wrestling weight room), grandstand, bleachers and expand the parking lot. Hanson made a motion to approve the building application, second by Pederson.  Call: Ayes; Hanson, Rudnik, Pederson, Meyer.
5. County Appointed Board Member – Hanson suggested they stay at 5 members due to the size of the city and also stated she will step down when the city commission appoints the member.  All board members consented to staying at 5 board members.
6. Dan Larson Updates – None

With no further business, the regular meeting of the Tioga Planning and Zoning was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Pederson, second by Hanson at 6:25 p.m. Call: Ayes; Rudnik, Pederson, Meyer, Hanson.
