October 6, 2014 
Minutes
Commissioners Present: McClelland, Thompson, Weflen (by phone), and Grubb
Commissioners Absent: Davidson
Visitors Present:  Rich Zakrajsek, Harlan Engberg, Kevin Killough (Tioga Tribune), Desiree Hanson, Melissa Koch, Travis Wittman, Dan Larson, Tom Johnson, Steven Jensen and Janie Kastrinas (Sandcreek – SCC Holdings).
The regular meeting of the Tioga City Commission was called to order at 7:03 pm by President McClelland at Tioga City Hall.
Grubb made a motion to appoint Todd Thompson to fill the vacant City Commissioner position.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.   

Weflen made a motion and Grubb seconded to dispense the reading of the September 15 & 18th minutes.  All voted aye.  Motion carried.  
McClelland moved item #6 from the agenda to the beginning to review the budget. Grubb made a motion to adopt the 2015 Final Budget.   Weflen made a second motion to approve.  All voted aye, motion carried.   Weflen made a motion to adopt the 2015 Mill Levy for $221,437.19 for 43.96 mills.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Commissioners Reports:
Grubb indicated he would like to consider increasing the water/sewer tapping costs and meter costs for construction.  McClelland indicated they will no longer be purchasing the grader and will be looking at spray foam installation for the shop instead.  Discussion was held on the requirements of bidding out for a contractor for the city hall project and the use of Knox boxes within the city.  Items were tabled.
Public Input: 
Ralph Myers from R& R Trailer Court expressed his concerns of Cenex sewer line, manhold needing filled, restablishment of SW property pins on his property, and area needing to be fixed from police vehicles driving on land during incident.  Commissioners indicated that they will address his concerns.

Janie Kastrinas from Sandcreek Estates requested the city to look into a patching the road near 2nd St/ Dakota St.  McClelland indicated they will sent the streets department to check it out.

Old Business:  
Harlan Engberg introduced Tom Johnson from Ackerman/Estovld.  Tom has been working in the construction industry for a long time, worked with numerous subdivisions & roadways, and will be overseeing various projects in Tioga including expediting the Lagoon project.

Discussion was held on Task Order #4 – Program Management Services from AE2S.  Item was tabled for following meeting.   Representatives from AE2S gave an overview of current and past task orders with the city.  Task item #1 – CIP plan – working on getting LIDAR street assessment, Darrel from AE2S is finalizing Task Order # 2 – HR work and will be reviewing with department heads shortly.  Task Order #3 is in regards to the water tower and is tabled until next commission meeting for review.  Task Order #4 is Program Mgmt Services, which is also being reviewed in following meeting. Task Order $5 is Auditor Services and Loren is working on providing an assessment.

Weflen made a motion to accept the Oil Impact Grant awarded to the EMS & Fire Department for $289,356.00.  Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Grubb made a motion to approve land swap with Merle Almer to accommodate drain and triangle.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried. 

Grubb made a motion to approve the 1st reading of the amended dog ordinance changing the holding time from 3 to 5 days and including a holding fee.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

New Business:

Melissa Koch gave development updates, gave information regarding Shingobee and Renaissance Zone, and expressed that she will be sending out a survey for feedback on options for a recreational center.   Grubb made a motion to approve 09/25/2014 Pledge of Securities from the Bank of Tioga.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried. 

Rich Zakrajsek presented the following building permits:

Rodney Berry- new vinyl fence - Grubb made a motion, Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Shane & Sandi West – wood fence- N & W side– Weflen made a motion,  Grubb seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

ACME Trucking- Wayne Knutson – 10358 Hess Drive – install 2 hadicapped bathrooms– Grubb made a motion to approve installation of 2 bathrooms not tapping in,  Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

Dakota Land Lodging – 15 permits to finish up lots– Grubb made a motion,  Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.  Annexation of location should be updated soon.

Steven Jensen requested information on the Tioga pool project.  The commission encouraged him to visit with the Tioga Pool Board.
