August 18, 2014 
Minutes

Commissioners Present: Germundson, McClelland, Davidson, Weflen, and Grubb
Commissioners Absent: none
Visitors Present:  Rich Zakrajsek, Harlan Engberg, Kevin Killough (Tioga Tribune), Desiree Hanson, Larry Myers, Dee Doman, Judy Odegaard, Mark Black (ACM), Dan Larson, and Nancy Starr 
The regular meeting of the Tioga City Commission was called to order at 7:02 pm by President Germundson at Tioga City Hall.
McClelland made a motion and Grubb seconded to dispense the readings of August 4th minutes.  All voted aye.  Motion carried.  
Commissioners Reports:
Davidson indicated that the police department hired a new police officer (Sergeant) from Lignite and he will be starting on Sept 1st, 2014.
Weflen indicated that City Hall will be purchasing Quickbooks for the landfill billing and is in the process of setting up the new server. 

McClelland indicated that Koch purchased a new desktop computer and will be purchasing a laptop at a later date.

Public Input: none
Old Business:  
Harlan Engberg gave additional information regarding the bid for the wastewater treatment facility.  Grubb made a motion for the packet to go back out for bids and McClelland made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried. 
McClelland made a motion to approve signing the contract for the Main Street Reconstruction Improvement District 2014-1.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.  McClelland asked if the start date for the lagoon contract required for the contractors was past and Harlan indicated that it had as he was concerned the project hasn’t been started.
Mark Black presented adjusted final mylars for the Lakeside Townhomes in the Annabelle Subdivision with the updates that the commission had required.  He also provided a copy of the Declaration of Homeowners Association and Bylaws of Lakeside Townhomes.  McClelland made a motion to approve final plat and indicated that he didn’t want to see any more mistakes made from Advantage Construction regarding the easements.  Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.  McClelland made a motion to approve the 10’ P.U.E. abandonment and 3.5’ Right of Way Vacation. Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

The commissioners reviewed information on comparisons from various communities regarding the Liquor License Cap and tabled the discussion to the next commission meeting.

Discussion was held on various annexations that the city commission would like to start the process of annexing.  They agreed that it would be better to block annex various larger areas of the city rather than individual pieces that are highly developed and contiguous and adjacent to the city limits.  Davidson made the motion to start the process of annexation for the various locations discussed (Block 1, 2, 3, & 4 and including the city lagoons) on the city map provided to the commission.   Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, other than Davidson and McClelland abstained.  Motion carried.

New Business:

Nancy Starr provided information regarding an area that they would like to survey for a Crude Oil – TransCanada pipeline.  It would include areas NW of the Tioga dam and the city commission was concerned with the location being too close to city limits and would like to set up a meeting with Starr to discuss other possible areas.

Davidson made a motion to appoint Dan Larson to the Planning and Zoning Board.  Weflen made a second motion.   All voted aye, motion carried.   

McClelland made a motion to approve Peaceful Valley Pheasants Raffle Permit.  Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

McClelland made a motion to approve the Visitors’ Promotion Fund application for $5,000 from the Tioga Farm Festival for additional farm festival expenses.  Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on the need to update the garbage ordinance as Circle Sanitation has now updated their garbage can requirements.

Rich Zakrajsek presented the following building permits:

KDAK – 205 6th St – McClelland made a motion, Grubb seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

New Home Construction – 200 6th St - McClelland made a motion, Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

213 6th St - McClelland made a motion,  Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.  Davidson asked KDAK representatives to clean up the area near KDAK.

208 6th St SW- Gerald Wilhelmy II - McClelland made a motion, Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

McClelland made a motion to approve June Balance Sheet.  Davidson made a second motion. All voted aye, motion carried. McClelland made a motion to approve August bills.  Weflen made a second motion. All voted aye, motion carried.  McClelland made a motion to submit Energy Impact Grant application from the Fire Department for $340,756.00 for a new pumper truck.  Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.  McClelland made a motion to approve Energy Impact Grant application from the Ambulance Department for a power-stretcher.  Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Germundson read his letter of resignation from the city commission effective August 29, 2014 and Weflen made a motion to approve the resignation and declare a vacancy on the commission starting August 29, 2014.  The city commission will take letters of intent for the commissioner role and will plan for possible appointment for the vacant commission position in the meeting of September 15, 2014.  Davidson made a second.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on the upcoming city projects, current and available revenue, and license/utility rates.   Research and comparison to local communities on their rates will be done and will be discussed at the next commission meeting regarding possible rate increases.   Discussion was held on the need for higher rate charges for mowing city lots.    Discussion was also held on the 2015 Revenue and Expense Budgets and feedback was given from commissioners regarding each line item.
