A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday,                  January 5, 2015, at the Tioga City Hall, by Vice-President of the City Commission John Grubb.

Motion made by Weflen, seconded by Thompson, to suspend the reading of the December 15, 2015, December 16, 2014 and December 29, 2014 City Commission meeting minutes.   Being no errors or omissions the minutes were approved as submitted.    Roll call:   Ayes:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion carried.

Grubb reported a water main break and verified the information with City Engineer Harlan Engberg with Ackerman-Estvold Engineering Services

Old Business

Harlan Engberg with Ackerman-Estvold Engineering Services presented conceptual plans of a one way street(s) in the down town area.   Engberg stated there were no updates on the wastewater project but they are currently working on two (2) water and sewer replacement projects as well as finishing up three (3) main street projects.  
Charles Vein with AE2S presented AE2S Task Order #3, relating to instrumentation and control work, stating the contract is set up as an hourly contract and at this point there is no max to the contract.  This is currently used as a ‘call when needed’ contract.  The task order was started when the city needed to take the water  tower offline.  Thompson asked if there would be reports on this task order at future City Commission meetings.  There will be reports, when an invoice is generated, for work conducted.  Motion made by Thompson, seconded by Weflen, to approve Task Order #3, as presented.    Roll call:   Ayes:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion carried.
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Loren Hoffman with AE2S Nexus gave an update on AE2S Task Order #6, on-site auditor support services for the City of Tioga.  The City hired a new City Auditor starting on January 12, 2015.  Concentration this week has been on the upcoming audit scheduled on Tuesday, January 13, 2015.   As the new City Auditor moves into her position, Loren Hoffman is expected to reduce the number of hours he has provided as Interim City Auditor and Darrel Carlyle will provide more hours training new staff as required.     

Charles Vein with AE2S gave an update on AE2S Task Order #7, relating to water tower improvement.   The funding of a new water tower is currently on the North Dakota Water Commission priority list.   This would provide funding of 60% through said Commission and 40% by the City of Tioga.   The Commission requires all projects, with an anticipated project cost of over $25,000, go through a specific engineering selection process outlined in ND Century Code.   To do this the City must issue a Cease Notice Letter to AE2S on the previously executed Task Order.   Grubb asked when the selection process would begin.  Vein reported that the selection is currently under way.   Motion made by Weflen, seconded by Thompson, to approve the Cease Notice letter,  as presented and authority the President of the City Commission to sign such.   Roll call:   Ayes:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion carried.

Community Services Director Rich Zakrajsek gave an update on the proposed wind farm north of the City of Tioga.   Zakrajsek contacted Williams County and spoke with a couple gentlemen to voice the concerns the City;   furthermore, he emailed two (2) individuals for the wind farm project and Chris Norgaard from the Airport Authority Board.   The concerns of Norgaard were the flight pattern and how it would affect the planes flying into the airport.  Norgaard said there would need to be an instrument approach that would encompass a large circle.  Zakrajsek stated that Thompson and Grubb will attend a meeting at 5:30 PM on Wednesday, January 7, 2015, to voice the City’s concerns.   Williams County Commission meeting will be held on January 8, 2015;   the wind farm project will ask for approval to place three (3) towers in different areas to testing proposes.  
New Business:
Grubb stated the City Commission needed to establish an Interview Committee for the Deputy City Auditor-Accounting Services position.  Recommendations for the committee are Desiree Hanson, Todd Thompson, Darrel Carlyle, and the new City Auditor Tarie Bunner.   Motion made by Weflen, seconded by Thompson, to approve the Interview Committee, as presented.  Roll call:  Aye:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion Carried.
Loren Hoffman with AE2S Nexus presented the EOY (End of Year) fund transfers.   Discussion was held on the transfers.   President of the City Commission Drake McClelland had made a request that any money left over go into future projects fund.   Motion made by Thompson, seconded by Weflen, to transfer out of Economic Development Fund, less $150,000 and all of the funds out of the Tax Relief Fund to the General Fund and disperse any funds to funds that have a negative balance as this will zero them out.    Roll Call:  Aye:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion carried.

Loren Hoffman with AE2S Nexus presented the new 2015 ACH Agreement with the Bank of Tioga.  Discussion was held on the new payroll dates of the 05th and 20th of each month.   Motion made by Welfen, seconded by Thompson,  to approve the 2015 ACH Agreement with the Bank of Tioga, with the new payroll dates.  Roll call:  Aye:  3      Nays:  0.   Motion carried.
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Motion made by Weflen, seconded by Thompson, to establish second meeting of the City Commission in January, 2015, to be January 22, 2015 at 7:00 p.m., because of Martin Luther King Holiday.   Roll call:   Ayes:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion carried.

Loren Hoffman with AE2S Nexus reminded City Commissioners that the special meeting on January 21, 2015, the 2015 salaries will be reviewed, in addition to the CIP presentation.

Community Services Director Rich Zakrajsek presented a building permit application from Rob and Jessica Nygaard, to start all over with their building plans.  The original plans did not include the completion of the lower section now they are building the entire home so this permit would be a continuation of original application.  Zakrajsek would need to complete inspections.  Discussion was held.  Motion made by Weflen, seconded by Thompson, to approve the building permit application, as presented.   Roll call:   Ayes:  3   Nays:  0.   Motion carried.
