1. Legal – Elizabeth Pendlay – Advised Commission Board that she will need approval from Commission Board to contact Wayne Knutson on the issue of the pipe line going through his property to see what he is seeking. Pendlay also advised Commission Board that she is currently working on deeds to get land transferred into the City of Tioga’s name. Pendlay has also reviewed Mr. Anderson issue on the sidewalk owned by the City in front of Mr. Tire on Main Street and advised the Commission Board the previous owner Pinnacle had made no complaints when changes were made. Mr. Anderson handed exhibit to Commission Board of estimate for replacing side walk. Discussions held. Pendlay stated because the purchase was made in that condition that all Citizens of Tioga have to follow a process in order to have City sidewalk removed or changed and he should not be following a different process. Pendlay advised Commission Board that she also reviewed Mr. Jim Morkin’s request to refund $25,000 fine that he received in 2013 for building without a permit in Tioga.
