Motion made by Davidson to approve the minutes of February 02, 2015 Meeting as presented.  Seconded by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion Carried
Commissioners Reports:

Weflen advised she has an invoice for Foam spraying that needs to be paid.
Public Input

Jenny Norgaard read a letter she composed regarding her husband Chris Norgaard and his work and dedication to the airport board over the last year.  
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

 Bunner advised that #18 has been stricken from the agenda.
Old Business

Harlen Engberg with Ackerman-Estvold presented 9 sets of plans for review for the North Main Street extension and advised that March 4, 11, and 18 will be the dates for placing the Bid ads with Opening bids on March 26, 2015 @ 3pm.
Motion made by Grubb to accept dateline of bid process.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call:  Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Engberg also handed out information on special Improvement District numbers on water and sewer along with amounts for review and discussion at next meeting.

Engberg presented a contract request from MDU of power line easement for the 67th street NW relocation.  MDU is requesting City of Tioga agree to the proposed placement of the power line easement which will be 30’ wide; 15’ on each side of the power lines, goes through lot 6.
Motion by Grubb to approve the MDU easement as mentioned in the contract.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call; Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

MDU also requested approval for a lay down yard located at Highway 40 and Highway 2, south 2 lots north of the existing station that will be torn down.  Advised the compensation would be $300.00 per month and term will be from February 16, 2015 until May 31, 2015 however it could be up to 3 months past May 31, 2015.

Motion made by Grubb to approve the request from MDU for a lay down yard as presented. Second by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Tom Johnson with Ackerman-Estvold presented a December/January cover sheet for billing for Heartland Grading, it is a no charge coversheet documenting liquidated damages to date.  He advised Heartland is reluctant to provide proper documentation until the end of the project, although this is not how the contract was drawn up.  Johnson’s recommendation is to present it to the Commission for review, if approved a signature is necessary.  McClelland advised he would like to table this until the next regular commission meeting for further review.
Loren Hoffman with AE2S presented updates regarding City Hall support as well as Legislative updates.

Updated board commissioner liaisons; Tioga P&Z is McClelland, Tioga Fund Advisory is Thompson, Chamber of Commerce is Weflen, Economic Development Corp is Weflen, Airport board is Thompson, Park board is Weflen, Special Assessments is McClelland, Recreational Committee is Davidson and R&T are McClelland and Grubb, Library board is McClelland and Housing board is McClelland.  Boards with undesignated liaisons are Renaissance Committee, Farm Festival, Freedom Festival and Visitors Promotion.  
Steve Jensen with Tioga Airport Board presented a board update.  Advised files are in order and easily maneuverable.  Jensen advised that the current 2014 audit report has been sent in to Brady Martz for audit review.  
Wage/Salary placements, each Commissioner placed the employees under their department into a step and the corresponding wage/salary will be paid to each employee retroactively from January 1, 2015 on the next payday.  
Motion made by Grubb to approve wage/salary placements as presented.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Rich Zahrajsek presented the 4 sections planned for annexation of City water and sewer.  Zahrajsek pointed out to the Commissioners which sections currently have water/sewer or what utilities they currently have.  Johnson advised if the City cannot provide city utilities within a timely manner the area should not be annexed, advised if the utilities are not in the planning stage, the timeline would be too far off to annex.  McClelland suggested that the city annex areas 1 and area 3 along with the city shop, all of which currently have city utilities provided either in full or partially.  

Motion made by Grubb to annex area 1 and area 3 along with the city shop.  Second by Weflen, Roll call; Ayes; Thompson, Grubb and Weflen.  Nays; 0 Abstained; Davidson and McClelland due to conflict of interest.

BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota:

That the following ordinances be amended as indicated:

1.0104 Classifications of offenses


Offenses shall be divided into two classes, whare are denominated and subject to the maximum penalties, as follows:


The maximum allowable penalty and fine for a Class B Misdemeanor, which can be assessed in a municipal court is a one thousand five hundred dollar ($1,500.00) fine or a thirty (30) day term of imprisonment or both such fine and imprisonment.


The maximum allowable penalty for a Infraction, which can be assessed in a municipal court is a fine of one thousand dollar ($1,000.00) fine.

3.0202 Destruction of City Property - Prohibited - Penalty


It shall be unlawful for any firm, person, or corporation to willfully and without just cause or excuse, to injure, deface or destroy any property owned by the City of Tioga or held by the City of Tioga for public use.  Any person violating the provisions of this section shall be guilty of an class B misdemeanor.

4.0701 Penalty

Any person who shall violate any provisions of this chapter or fail to comply therewith, or who shall violate or fail to comply with any order made thereunder, or who shall build in violation of any detailed statement of specifications or plans submitted and approved thereunder, or any certificate or permit issued thereunder, and from which no appeal has been taken, or who shall fail to comply with such an order as affirmed or modified by the governing body or by a court of competent jurisdiction, within the time fixed herein, shall be guilty of a class B misdemeanor.  


Each and every such violation and noncompliance respectively may be charged as a single violation.  

The imposition of one penalty for any violation shall not excuse the violation or permit it to continue; and all such persons shall be required to correct or remedy such violations or defects within a reasonable time; and when not otherwise specified, each ten days that prohibited conditions are maintained shall constitute a separate offense.


The application of the above penalty shall not be held to prevent the enforced removal of prohibited conditions.


6.0308 Penalties

1. Any person found to be violating any provision of the ordinance shall be served by the City with written notice stating the nature of the violation and providing a reasonable time limit for the satisfactory correction thereof.  The offender shall, within the period of time stated in such notice, permanently cease all violations.


2.  Any person who shall continue any violation beyond the time limit provided for by the City shall be guilty of an infraction.  Each day in which such violation shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense.  

ARTICLE 6 - General Penalty Provision

6.0601 Penalty for Violation of Chapter

Any person, firm or corporation violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall be guilty of an infraction.

7.0501 Penalty

Any person, firm, corporation, or association violating any of the terms, article, or provisions of this chapter, for which a specific penalty is not prescribed, shall upon conviction thereof, be guilty of an Infraction.  The court shall have the power to suspend such sentence and to revoke the suspension thereof.  The court may, in addition thereto, revoke the permit of such violator, or terminate or revoke all powers, rights, and privileges given by any license granted under the terms of this chapter.  Each day or part thereof that a person shall be in violation of the provisions of this chapter shall be considered a separate violation thereof.

9.0207 Penalty

The violation of any of the provisions of this article shall be a class B misdemeanor. 

9.0407 Violations - Penalty for Disregarding Notices or Orders

The owner of any “dangerous building” who shall fail to comply with any notice or order to  repair, vacate, or demolish said building given by any person authorized by this ordinance to give such notice shall be guilty of an infraction for each offense.


The occupant or lessee in possession who fails to comply with any notice to vacate and who fails to repair said building in accordance with any notice given as provided for in this ordinance shall be guilty of an infraction.  Every day subsequent to such notice in which the said owner shall fail to comply with any notice or order as above stated, shall be deemed a separate offense.


Any person removing the notice provided for in section 9.0404(8) hereof shall be guilty of an infraction for each offense.

10.0202.12 Keeping of Registered Pit Bulls


12.  Violations and Penalties.  Any person violating or permitting the violation of any provision of this ordinance shall upon conviction in Municipal Court be guilty of a class B misdemeanor.    

In addition, the Court shall order the registration of the subject pit bull revoked and the dog removed from the City.  Should the convicted refuse to remove the dog from the City, the Municipal Court Judge shall find the owner in contempt and order the immediate confiscation and impoundment of the animal.  Each day that a violation of this ordinance continues shall be deemed a separate offense.  In addition to the foregoing penalties, any person who violates this ordinance shall pay all expenses, including shelter, food, handling, veterinary care and testimony necessitated by the enforcement of this ordinance.

11.0301 Penalties

Unless otherwise indicated a violation of this chapter shall be considered a class B misdemeanor.

15.0102 Penalty   


Every person, firm, company or corporation convicted of a violation of any of the provisions of this chapter, shall upon conviction shall be guilty of an infraction

16.0110 Penalty

Every person, firm, company or corporation convicted of a violation of any of the provisions of this chapter, shall upon conviction be guilty of an infraction.

20.0117 Penalty

In the event any person, firm or corporation violates any provision of the above article sections they will be guilty upon conviction an infraction. 


Any violation of any provisions of the above article section shall result in the revocation of the violator’s license.

It is further resolved that said ordinances shall be published in the official City news upon the second reading of said ordinance.

Sign Ordinance:

Chapter 5 Article 10 Sign Regulations
5.1001 Intent

It is the intent of this ordinance to promote the health, safety and welfare of the residents and visitors of the city by regulating and controlling the size, location, type, quality of materials, height, maintenance and construction of all signs and sign structures and to prohibit signs of a commercial nature from districts in which commercial activities are not permitted in this ordinance; to limit signs in the more restricted commercial districts, except as otherwise permitted in this ordinance, to those of an on-site variety and to control the number and area of signs in certain other districts. 

5.1002 Permitted Signs in Residential areas

The following listed signs will be permitted in Districts "R-l", "R-2A", "R-2M", "R-3", & "T-H" except as otherwise provided in this ordinance. 

1. Unilluminated "For Sale" and "For Rent" single or double-faced business signs subject to the following regulations:

a. Only one (1) sign shall be permitted per lot.

b. No sign shall exceed four (4) square feet in area.

c. Signs shall be located no closer than five (5) feet from any property line and shall not obstruct traffic. 

d. When said sign is affixed to a building, it shall not project higher than ten (10) feet above ground level. 

e. Ground signs shall not project higher than three (3) feet above ground grade.

2. Bulletin boards and signs for churches and other public institutions subject to the following regulations: 

a. One (1) sign or bulletin board shall be permitted on each street side if located on the same site as the principal building. 

b. If sign or bulletin board is illuminated, the lights shall be directed away from adjoining residential uses. 

c. No sign or bulletin board shall exceed twenty-four (24) square feet in area.

d. No sign shall be located closer than eight (8) feet from any side or rear property line. 

e. A sign or bulletin board located in the front yard shall be no closer to the street line than one-half (½) the front yard. 

f. A sign or bulletin board, affixed to a building, shall not project higher than ten (10) feet above the ground level. 

g. Ground signs shall be permanently anchored to the ground and shall not exceed a height of six (6) feet above normal grade. 

h. Buildings constructed on the property line prior to the effective date of this ordinance, as defined in the definitions of this ordinance, shall be allowed one (1) identification sign providing said sign is a flat wall sign and permanently attached to the building. 

i. On corner lots, no sign shall be constructed or located that will obstruct the view of traffic approaching the street intersection. 

5.0403 Permitted Signs in Commerical, Agricultural and Industrial Zones

In Districts "C-1", "C-2","A-1", and "I-1" “I-2”, single or double-faced business signs shall be permitted subject to regulations set forth in the Building Code and in this ordinance. 

1. Flashing signs shall be permitted after it is first determined by the Building Official that the location and colors will in no way create a traffic hazard or confusion with traffic lights and with lights on emergency vehicles and that the direct rays of the sign will not be directed into any residential district.

2. Non-flashing signs shall be permitted providing said sign is illuminated only during business hours or until 11:00 p.m., whichever is later, when said sign is located adjacent a residential district; providing that where the sign is illuminated by a light or lights reflected upon it, direct rays of light shall not beam upon any residential building, or into any residential district or into any street. Clocks and/or thermometers installed for public convenience and information are exempt from the time limitation. L

3. Lighted signs in direct vision of a traffic signal shall not be in red, green or amber illumination. 

4. The gross surface area, in square feet, on one (1) side of any business sign on a lot shall not exceed three (3) times the lineal feet of frontage of the building; each side of a lot which abuts upon a street shall be considered as a separate frontage, and the gross surface area of all signs located on each side of a structure shall not exceed three (3) times the lineal feet in the separate frontage. The total surface area shall not exceed four hundred (400) square feet for each face of the sign. Individual letters, with no background, shall be measured by the minimum rectangular area necessary to encompass such letters or by a combination of rectangles as are necessary to encompass letters of irregular dimensions. 

5.  No sign shall project over any alley right-of-way line.

6. Any sign located within three (3) feet of a driveway or parking area or within fifty (50) feet of the intersection of two (2) or more streets shall have its lowest elevation at least ten (10) feet above curb level. 

7. In a shopping center, one (1) additional sign may be erected to identify the center. The sign may be free standing or attached to the building wall. Said sign shall display no more than the name of the shopping center and the business located on the lot. The sign shall not exceed thirty-five (35) feet in height and sixteen (16) feet in width and its bottom edge shall be at least eight (8) feet above ground level. 

8. In a shopping/business center; directional signs shall be permitted for common parking lots. Signs shall be no more than six (6) square feet with maximum width of three (3) feet and maximum height of two (2) feet. Maximum height above grade shall be five (5) feet to top of sign. Sign shall display no more than the tenants that do business on said property. All signs shall be placed so as not to create a traffic hazard. Refer to line 6 for all other signs in regards to the height requirements. 

9. Signs within fifty (50) feet of a residential district shall be affixed to or be part of the building. 

10.  A maximum of two (2) signs (one (1) on a facade with road frontage) shall be allowed for a business or profession conducted on the premises.

11. No sign shall be permitted in the road or highway right-of-way and no sign shall be located in a manner to constitute a traffic hazard, EXCEPT AS SPECIFIED IN PARAGRAPH 13 BELOW.

12. Sandwich board signs may be allowed providing said sign is permanently affixed to the surface on which it sits. 

13. Where buildings or structures are established or are hereafter established on the property line, advertising and business signs shall conform to the following requirements, providing they are constructed and maintained in accordance with the Building Code of the City. 

a. In Districts “C-I” "C-2", "A-1",”I-1" and "I-2" the advertising or business sign shall be affixed flat against the face of the building or the front edge of a marquee. The front edge of the marquee shall be considered that portion of the marquee which is parallel to the street.  The sign can be mounted perpendicular to the building and overhang the sidewalk provided the following conditions are met: 

i. The gross surface area in square feet does not exceed the linear feet of frontage of the lot occupied by the building. 

ii. The sign does not project any closer than three (3) feet from the front of the curb. The sign shall have a minimum set back of three (3) feet from the front face of the curb to the outside edge of the sign.

iii. The sign provides a minimum height clearance of seven and one-half (7.5) feet above the walking surface. 

iv. The sign complies with all other provisions of this ordinance.

b. Where a sign is illuminated by light directed upon it, the direct rays of light shall not beam upon any part of any existing residential district. 

c. Lighted signs in the direct vision of traffic shall not be in red, green or amber illumination. 

d. Flashing signs shall be allowed only upon approval of the Building Official, providing it is first determined that the sign will in no way create a traffic hazard or confusion with traffic lights or with lights on emergency vehicles. 

e. The gross surface area, in square feet, on one (1) side of any sign of an advertising or business sign shall not exceed three (3) times the lineal feet of separate frontage of the lot occupied by the building; each side of the lot which abuts upon a street shall be considered as a separate frontage, and the gross surface area of all signs located on each side of a building shall not exceed three (3) times the lineal feet in the separate frontage. The total surface area shall not exceed four hundred (400) square feet for each face of the sign. Individual letters, with no background, shall be measured by the minimum rectangular area necessary to encompass such letters or by a combination of rectangles as are necessary to encompass letters of irregular dimension.

f. Any sign located within three (3) feet of a driveway or parking area or within fifty (50) feet of the intersection of two (2) or more streets shall have the lowest elevation at least ten (10) feet above the curb level. 

g. Where signs are affixed to canopies and marquees, the canopy or marquee shall be constructed and maintained in accordance with the Building Code of the City. 

14. Where buildings have observed a setback of 50 feet or more from the property line, signs may be erected in a required front yard but no sign shall overhang the public sidewalk, street or street right-of-way line and said sign shall conform with the following requirements:

a. All signs shall be permanently affixed to the ground, pole or building or other permanent structure. 

b. Only one (1) sign shall be allowed for each street frontage.

15. Signs hereafter erected, constructed or reconstructed, which are supported by the ground, shall have all posts or supporting structure embedded in concrete. 

16. Free standing signs shall be constructed to withstand a pressure of thirty (30) pounds per square foot of sign area. 

5.1005. Billboards

In the interest of preserving the aesthetics of the City, and with the understanding that the City is not great in size or population, and the general physical makeup of the City is that of residential and smaller buildings, billboards, as defined herein, are not allowed within the City limits or the ETA. Any existing billboards at the time of the entrance of this ordinance shall be allowed to remain in the City limits or the ETA for the remainder of the lease or agreement allowing the billboard. However, the time in which the billboard may remain within the City limits or the ETA shall not exceed ten (10) years. After the expiration of the lease or agreement or after the expiration of ten (10) years, whichever occurs first, the sign must be removed. If the City annexes any property, this ordinance shall apply. A billboard is defined, for purposes of this ordinance, as any sign referring to a product or carrying a message that is not related to the property where the sign is located and is not in compliance with the restrictions set forth in Sections 2 and 3 of this Article. 

 5.1006 Application and Permit

An application for a sign shall be made on forms provided by the planning department. The application shall contain sufficient information and plans to permit review pursuant to this article, including, but not limited to, building elevations, photographs, proposed locations of signs on building elevation, sign design layout showing number, types and dimensions of all signs and a site plan showing proposed location of all signs. 


The permit fee for this application shall be $200.00 for signs affixed to buildings and $500.00 for free standing or pedestal signs, for all commercial purposes and shall be submitted with the application. 


After an application is deemed to contain the required elements and information, it shall be reviewed for compliance by the planning department. Once approved by the reviewing authority a permit shall be issued. 

Motion made by Weflen to approve this ordinance with separation of fees as discussed and to do the first reading of ordinance tonight.  First reading conducted by McClelland 
After some lengthy discussion regarding the water and sewer rates by the public and the Commissioners a decision was made.
Motion made by Grubb to take the sewer rates back to the December 2014 rates until a new study can be conducted and a new rate decided.  Second by Weflen Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.
Motion made by Weflen to adjust citizens’ bills at new rates and allow residents to pay a portion of their current bill comparative to last month’s bill.  Second by Grubb Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried

Discussion of City Credit Cards, Bunner advised contrary to what was previously told to Deputy Auditor Desiree Hanson by Jill at Visa, the City is unable to put cards in departments name only, the cards must contain a person’s name.  Jeff Spivey voiced a strong opposition of changing the cards from their current state in any way.  McClelland suggested to table the issue until further information can be gathered.

Motion made by Grubb to approve the City Hall mylar.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried

Motion made by Davidson to approve the City Shop mylar. Second by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.
Request for payment from Tobkin Construction on work performed on the City Public works building.  Weflen advised there is some discrepancies on this bill and she would like to table this request until further research can be done.
Motion made by Weflen to table the request for payment until the next regular meeting. Second by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Request for payment by TCS Foam Systems in the amount of $33,986.00 for work performed at the City Public Works shop.

Motion made by Weflen to approve payment of TCS Foam Systems. Second by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0, Motion carried.

Resolution 2015-09 to transfer 2 vehicle titles from City of Tioga to City of Tioga Police Department, discussion was made and Johnson advised the Police department does not have a separate Federal Tax ID number therefore they cannot be transferred.

BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota:

After careful research and investigation by City Auditor Tarie Bunner along with AE2S Consultants it has been discovered that the City of Tioga has ten (10) bank accounts totaling, as of February 13, 2015, $11,140.453.68.  Some of these accounts have had no transactions in years.  The committee has also discovered that the City of Tioga has seven (7) CD’s totaling as of February 13, 2015, $187,148.13 that are not being utilized.  It is the recommendation of AE2S and the City Auditor, Tarie Bunner, that these accounts be closed as applicable, leaving only one (1) Business checking account (#200-010),  one (1) Municipal Court account (#200-109), and one (1) Grant Fund account (#200-336). It is also recommended that each CD be closed as the respective maturity date comes due.

Now, therefore, based on the recommendation of this committee City Commission approves the closing of unnecessary bank accounts and CD’s at maturity date, and transferring of the respective amounts into the Business checking account #200-010 by Tarie Bunner, City Auditor.
