A special meeting of the Tioga City Commission was called to order at 5:00 pm on February 25, 2020, at Tioga City Hall, by President of the City Commission Drake McClelland.

New Business:
1. Resolution 2020-03 Sale of Property – Salinas handed exhibit to Commission Board of Resolution 2020-03  Sale of Property.  BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota: AUTHORIZATION FOR PUBLIC SALE OF CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY AND LYING WITHIN THE CITY OF TIOGA BY SEALED BID PROCESS RECITALS The City of Tioga, North Dakota (the "City"), a political subdivision and municipal  corporation of the State of North Dakota, incorporated under the provisions of Title 40 (Municipal Government) of the North Dakota Century Code (the "N.D.C.C."), with full power and authority to sell and transfer property within the ownership of the City pursuant to N.D.C.C. 40-11-04.1 and related City of Tioga Ordinances; and the City, having ownership of certain real property within the City of Tioga which the City desires to sell in order to encourage further economic development and growth within its community; and the City Commission, having considered the premises described below and the relevant statutes and ordinances controlling the sale and transfer of municipally owned property for all of the aforementioned purposes and objectives; that by Resolution the City: 1. Conducted a special meeting on February 25, 2020, commencing at 5:00p.m., at City Hall in Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota, at which time the City Commission was to address the prospective sale of certain real property (value in excess of $2,500.00) owned by the City, for which certain individuals or entities had expressed interest in purchasing, and which is more particularly described as follows, to wit: Lot One (1) of Sagaser Addition, containing 1.62 acres, more or less, and lying in the SW¼NW¼ of Section 26, Township 157 North, Range 95 West, Williams County, North Dakota (hereinafter “the Premises”). 2. Engaged in discussion and review of the records and information of the Premises pertaining to its acquisition, location, and the City’s larger desire to encourage economic growth and development for the betterment of the community at large and further discussed and reviewed the pertinent statutes and/or ordinances to determine whether the use of auction or sealed bid process may be more appropriate under the circumstances.  3. And after such discussion, review and receipt and consideration of all such information and discussion, the City Commission approved the use of sealed bid process for the prospective sale of the Premises, provided, however, that any such sale shall be limited to the sale of the surface fee of the premises only, with such limitation appearing in the bid advertisement, and further providing that the bid advertisement shall include a right of refusal for any and all bids, to include that of the highest bidder, in the City’s full discretion, in light of the existing investment and funds the City had undertaken and expended in connection with the acquisition and/or maintenance of the Premises. BE IT RESOLVED: The City Commission for the City of Tioga shall, in a manner consistent with the relevant statutes and ordinances, cause to be advertised for sale the above-described Premises by sealed bid process, with the bids coming due no later than March 12, 2020 at 4pm and with the said bid advertisement clearly containing a mineral reservation and a right to refuse any and all bids, including that of the highest bidder, at the City’s full discretion.  The bids shall be presented to the City Commission at the Commission Meeting on March 12, 2020, at which time the Commission shall review the same and determine what, if any, bid the City shall approve for the sale of the said Premises. Discussions held.
Bugbee made a motion to approve the Resolution 2020-03 Sale of Property, second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, McClelland
Bugbee made a motion to advertise the sale of City property for bidding 2 weeks, second by Christianson. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, McClelland
Christianson made a motion to add to the bid form and the advertisement that will be published in the newspaper the wording “Preference may be given to a BIDDER who submits with their bid a comprehensive business plan and development schedule for the premises. Such preference shall be given at the full discretion of the Tioga City Commission.” And approve the bid form, second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Weflen
With no further business, the Special meeting of the Tioga City Commission was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Bugbee, second by Weflen at 5:32 p.m. call: Ayes; Christianson, Weflen, McClelland
