City Commission Meeting Minutes

March 2, 2015
A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday,                  March 02, 2015, at the Tioga City Hall, by President of the City Commission Drake McClelland.

Minutes:
Motion made by Grubb to approve the minutes of February 19, 2015 Meeting as presented.  Seconded by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion Carried
Commissioners Reports:
Thompson advised the members to look over the Audit report that was presented to them on February 19, 2015.  Bunner asked if the audit report would be discussed in the special meeting planned for March 30, 2015 along with the public hearing of the alcohol ordinance, Thompson advised it would be.

Weflen advised she is still attempting to get an updated invoice for Tobkin Construction regarding the work provided at the new city shop.  Requested payment be made of at least $37,700.00 which was the amount of the original estimate.  After some discussion Grubb made a motion to pay the $37,700.00 and wait for a new and final invoice after clarification is made regarding the door in question.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call:  Ayes, 4 Nays; 0 Motion carried.


Grubb advised nothing to report
Davidson being absent, McClelland presented her report of a miscalculation on the salary spread sheet provided to the Commission by AE2S where the Police department was concerned.  The spreadsheet was calculated based on 2080 hours and the PD schedule is calculated on 2064 pay scale.  
Thompson made a motion to reopen the Salary/wages of the Police department.  Grubb seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.

Grubb made a motion to accept the new adjustment of the Police Department on a 2064 pay scale.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0.  
Public Input

Jeff Spivey advised there was another issue regarding PD pay that Bunner failed to present, after clarification Weflen and McClelland advised that too was approved, by approving the requested adjustments.
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

 Bunner advised that an addition needs to be added to the agenda #16 Tioga Fund Board application approvals.
Old Business

Harlen Engberg with Ackerman-Estvold presented the schedule for the Main street downtown reconstruction, and the Quiet zone project.  Bids will go in the paper this week and open bids at 3pm on 3/26/2015 for Main Street.  The quiet zone will go out for bid on 3/25/2015, 4/1/2015, and 4/8/2015 with open bids being at 3pm on 4/16/2015.  McClelland advised Engberg needs to get with the special assessment committee prior to accepting any bids.  
Motion made by Grubb to accept dateline of bid process pending approval of special assessment committee.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call:  Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Steve Eberle with Ackerman-Estvold advised he will have a contract amendment for the wastewater treatment plant to the Commission soon.  McClelland advised the board that the top 4 projects are Main Street North, Wastewater treatment plant, Water Tower and Main Street Down town.  Other projects will be City Hall/Museum and the Library.  Eberle also advised the status of the Wastewater treatment plant is currently at around 75-80% he will have full design presentation in April for the Health department review.  McClelland advised that the Board will require AE2S to look over Ackerman’s presentation prior to approval.  
Tom Johnson with Ackerman-Estvold presented pay request #6 for Heartland Grading, advised this is a no charge pay request, simply the paperwork necessary for the process.  McClelland asked Johnson what the total remaining amount was to which Johnson replied $309,562.37.  McClelland also asked if Johnson had talked to Vernon Nelson yet regarding the issue with his property, Johnson advised he had not.
Antonio Conti with AE2S presented Task Order #7 regarding the Water Tower.  Conti also advised that he did some checking after our meeting on Friday and if we proceed with the design process at this time the design part of this project will not be covered by the SRF funding from the State Water Commission.  The City would be paying $182,000.00 instead of the $91,000.00.  McClelland advised the Commission will be asking the citizens for ideas regarding the design of the outside of the water tower, Conti advised if we proceed with design now the Water Tower could be operational by October and painting the outside would be next Summer, otherwise if the Commission waits the Tower would not be completed until next October.  
Grubb made a motion to move forward with the design process of the Water Tower.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion carried.
Conti also presented Task order #9 regarding the surveying of the proposed areas of annexation.  According to NDCC a survey of all areas is necessary for legal descriptions of the properties.  McClelland suggested tabling this Task order until Ackerman-Estvold has a chance to present their bid for the surveying.
Grubb made a motion to table the issue until such time as Ackerman-Estvold can present a bid for surveying with the same timeline as AE2S.
Scott Jordan-Denny with JLG Architects presented the PowerPoint presentation of the new City Hall.  Although this project has been pushed back the process of design was approved and begun.    Discussion was made and questions were answered by JLG and all Commissioners as well as Committee members were pleased with the presentation.
McClelland did the second reading of the Sign Ordinance.  Bunner advised there was a question regarding how many feet was required for sign placement away from the building.  Zahrajsek advised a minimum of 5 feet.  Weflen made a motion to approve a minimum of 5 ft for sign placement.  Grubb seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

McClelland did the second reading of Ordinance amendments 2015-01, 2015-03, 2015-04, 2015-05, 2015-06, 2015-07, 2015-08, 2015-09, 2015-10, 2015-11, 2015-12, 2015-13 and 2015-14.  

Motion made by Grubb to approve Ordinance 2015-01.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.

Motion made by Grubb to approve Ordinance 2015-03.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.
Motion made by Grubb to approve Ordinance 2015-04.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.
Motion made by Grubb to approve Ordinance 2015-05.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.
Motion made by Weflen to approve Ordinance 2015-06.  Grubb seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.

Motion made by Grubb to approve Ordinance 2015-11.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.
Motion made by Weflen to approve Ordinance 2015-12.  Grubb seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.
Motion made by Weflen to approve Ordinance 2015-13.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.
Motion made by Grubb to approve Ordinance 2015-14.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried.

Bunner advised there are only 4 committees or boards that do not yet have Commission Liaisons and requested the board finalize those positions tonight.  Weflen volunteered to sit on the Farm Festival Committee as Liaison, Grubb volunteered to be on the Freedom Fest committee as well as the Renaissance Committee and the board placed Davidson on the Visitor’s Promotion Fund board.  

Bunner presented the letter of opposition for the Lindahl Wind Project for approval by the Commission.  Thompson and Weflen advised it was well written and professional.  

No motion was required.
McClelland did the first reading of Ordinance 2015-02 an amendment limiting the Commission meetings from the first, third and fifth Mondays every month to only the first and third.  
Motion made by Thompson to approve the first reading of Ordinance 2015-02.  Weflen seconded, Roll Call: Ayes 4 Nays;0 Motion carried.
Fran Bosch with the Williams County Vector Control gave a brief presentation regarding the boundaries and intentions of Williams County Vector Control.  Bosch advised it is not their intentions to take over Tioga’s area in any way, although they would like Tioga to eventually join with them, Tioga is doing a great job on their own and they see no reason to change that.  
McClelland advised Rich Zahrasjek turned in a resignation letter. All Commissioners read the letter and discussion was made of projected last day of Mid-April with a week off March 25-April 1.
Motion made by Grubb to accept Rich Zahrasjek’s letter of resignation.  Thompson finally seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 3 Nays; 1 Motion carried.
McClelland presented the position description for the Community Development Director which is currently the Economic Development Coordinator.  
Motion made by Thompson to approve the position description for Community Development Director.  Grubb seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0  Motion carried

McClelland presented Bunner’s letter to the EDC regarding the reorganization and restructuring of the position of Community Development Director from Economic Development Director.
Motion made by Grubb to approve the letter to the EDC as presented.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion carried.
Bunner presented the information regarding FEMA’s Flood Plain discovery and advised a representative should go to the meeting on March 5th, 2015.  Grubb, being the Water commissioner volunteered to go to the meeting along with the Superintendent of the water department.
Bunner presented information regarding ND DOT request for RR safety survey.  McClelland advised Harlan Engberg and Melissa Koch should work on this together.

Grubb made a motion to approve the application for Williston state College in the amount of $1,000.00.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion Carried

4. Tioga High School After Prom Committee request for $250.00.
Weflen made motion to approve the application for the Tioga After Prom Committee in the amount of $250.00.  Thompson seconded, Roll Call: Ayes; 4 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.
