Ordinance 2017-03 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE HOME RULE CHARTER ARTICLE 18.0103(3) RELATING TO THE REMOVAL OF THE TWENTY-FIVE DOLLAR ($25.00) CAP ON THE CITY SALES TAX AS APPROVED BY THE MAJORITY OF ELECTORS IN THE CITY OF TIOGA BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF THE CITY COMMISSIONERS OF THE CITY OF TIOGA, NORTH DAKOTA, THAT ARTICLE 18.0103(3) AND ARTICLE 19.105 SHALL BE AMENDED AS FOLLOWS: Any sales tax imposed shall not exceed two percent (2%) of the gross retail sales and use purchases in the City of Tioga. nor shall the tax exceed twenty-five dollars ($25.00) on any single purchase or sales transaction involving one or more items. 19.0105 Maximum Tax Imposed No single transaction involving one (1) or more items is subject to a tax in excess of twenty-five dollars ($25.00). This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after final passage, approval and publication according to law.
