Old Business

First Item on the Agenda was the Amendment to the Alcohol Ordinance.  Several license holders voiced concerns and comments regarding the changes in fees and classifications.  After a lengthy discussion a general consensus was reached.  The new Initial fees will be as follows; Class A/B will be $10,000.00.  Classes A, B, C, D will have an initial fee of $7500.00.  Class E will be an initial fee of $5000.00 while Class F will remain at $100.00.  The renewal fee for Class A/B will be $1,300.00 while all other license renewals will be at $1,000.00.  There will be no removal or time limitation placed on Class A/B, and there will be no limitation on the amount of licenses approved by the City Commission.  


The Main Street Reconstruction was the next topic of discussion and the floor was opened to the public for voicing concerns and asking questions.  Harlan Engberg with Ackerman-Estvold was present to answer questions and describe the process.  Topics discussed ranged from street lighting, colored sidewalks vs regular sidewalks, planters, crosswalks, store fronts, parking and flow of traffic.  No new decisions were made regarding the reconstruction of Main Street Downtown, Main Street North or 1st Street.  

Loren Hoffman with AE2S went over the 2014 Audit with the Commissioners and gave them a clearer understanding of the findings.  

With no further business the meeting of the Tioga City Commission was adjourned by McClelland at 9:38 p.m. 

The next meeting of the City of Tioga is scheduled for Monday April 6, 2015 at 7:00 p.m., to be held at the Tioga City Hall.
