A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 pm on June 04, 2018, at the Tioga City Hall, by President of the City Commission Drake McClelland.

Weflen made a motion to approve the minutes of May 21, 2018, second by Bugbee. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Weflen, McClelland

Commissioners Reports: 
Bugbee:
Advised Commission Board she had received calls from concerned citizens on streets where construction is taking place, talked to construction supervisor about concerns.   Bugbee stated when the cement crew comes to town she will have them replair a resident’s sidewalk where it had been torn out to repair a water hydrant.  Bugbee advised Commission Board that the new card reader at Water Depot had been vandalized and would be sent in for repairs, she also advised that the Water Depot does not have restrooms yet it is being used as a human waste and garbage disposal. Discussion held.  
Weflen:
Advised Commission Board she would like to hire a part time person to sit at landfill during busy summer hours.  Weflen also advised that vector will start spraying for mosquitoes the second week in June.
Sundhagen: 
Advised Commission Board there is a planning meeting every Wednesday and also advised they are working closely with museum board to get everything moved in a timely manner.  Sundhagen gave floor to Tioga Police Chief Corey Murphy.  Murphy advised they are looking for storage space for police items and also museum items.  Discussion held.  
McClelland:  
Advised Commission Board that some of the properties in town have abnormally long grass.  Dan Larson, Community Services Director, stated that he has been working with some of the property owners on this issue.  McClelland also advised on July 3rd Main Street will be closed to through traffic so that Freedom Fest can put up tent for 4th of July Festivities and will be opened back up the morning of July 5th.  McClelland advised Commission board that City Elections will take place on June 12th from 8:00 AM to 7:00 PM at the Tioga Senior Citizen’s Center and the School Board Elections will be held at the Tioga High School.

2 Ackerman-Estvold: Steve Eberle – Advised Commission Board of the status for the Master Lift station, Annabelle Warranty work, and the final plat for Badlands Development II LLC’s lift station. Eberle also advised Commission board of the status of construction work being done on Simons addition and handed exhibit of Pay request #1 for work completed at Simons Addition in the amount of $419,874.67. 
Sundhagen made a motion to approve pay request #1 from BEK Consulting LLC in the amount of $419,874.67 for the work completed in the Simons Addition, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Thompson, Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
Eberle also advised Commission Board the TAP Program was the next item on the agenda.  Bids came in for the project, if the City wants to place 10’ shared asphalt trail the portion of City cost will be $54,538.  If City wants to place 5’ concrete sidewalks the portion would be $92,770.  Discussion held. 
Bugbee made a motion to approve the bid for the concrete sidewalks in the amount of $92,770, second by Sundhagen.  Additional discussion held on the differences between the concrete sidewalk and asphalt walking path. Roll Call: Ayes; Sundhagen, Nays: Bugbee, Weflen.  Motion failed. 
Weflen made a motion to approve the bid for the asphalt walking path in the amount of $54,538, second by Bugbee.  Roll Call: Ayes: Bugbee, Weflen Nays; Sundhagen 
3 Graham Construction: Chris Rollag – Advised Commission Board of the status for the Community Center and introduced Austin Rollag as the Superintendent over the Community Center project.  
New Business:
4 NDDOT Tap Grant –Previously discussed under Ackerman-Estvold and decision was made to accept bid for asphalt trails.
5 Administered Oath of office to Samuel Pesik the new Police Officer for the City of Tioga. Start date for new Officer will be effective June 7, 2018. 

6 Gaming License – Hanson handed exhibit of Gaming License Renewal Application from Minot State University to Commission Board.
Weflen made a motion to approve the Gaming License Renewal Application from Minot state University, second by Sundhagen. Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
7 Local Charity Permit Application- Hanson handed exhibit of Local Charity Permit Application from Hess Force Relay for Life to Commission Board.

8 4th of July Fireworks – Hanson handed an exhibit of the 4th of July Fireworks Rule 2018 for the City to the  Commission Board.  Discussion held on the time that is set to light fireworks on Wednesday, July 4th.  Chief Murphy stated that lighting fireworks would also be dependent on fire rating.
