A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 pm on July 02, 2018, at the Tioga City Hall, by President of the City Commission Drake McClelland.

Bugbee made a motion to approve the minutes of June 18, 2018, second by Sundhagen. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland

Commissioners Reports: 
Bugbee:
Advised Commission Board that an inspection for the Water Tower is scheduled on July 19, 2018. Bugbee advised Commission Board that a Cutting Curb Box is needed in the water department that will be able to cut around the pipes in the sidewalks and will help as the sidewalks move due to the ground shifting, handed exhibit of estimate to Commission Board. 

Bugbee made a motion to purchase a Cutting curb box not to exceed the amount of $4,000, second by Weflen. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
Bugbee also advised Commission Board that the weeds around the lagoon will need to be sprayed, handed exhibit of 2 bids to spray area. Lowest bid is a local Business Owner Justin Nelson. Discussions held.
Bugbee made a motion to have Justin Nelson Spray weeds around lagoons in the amount not to exceed $2,500, second by Sundhagen. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland

Weflen:
Advised Commission Board that after a conversation with Street Superintendent Kirk Overgaard the bailor for cardboard would be needed because the older one does not work half the time and the cost to fix the bailor would be $4,000 which is more than the purchase of a new used one that is being offered at $3,500.

Weflen made a motion to purchase the new bailor in the amount of $3,500, second by Sundhagen. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
Weflen advised the Commission Board that the Park Board has contacted US Wildlife to assist with the gopher issue at the Tioga Park and they are seeking to have the City pay half of the cost of $2,218. Weflen also advised Commission Board that the area will have to be closed down for 48 hours, discussions held.
Weflen made a motion to pay ½ the bill for the removal of the gophers at the park areas in the amount of $1,109, second by Bugbee. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland

Weflen Advised Commission Board that the Recreation Council met, and they are seeking permission to make improvements in the City owned recreation areas. The Recreation Council has applied for sponsorship from Hess but will need approval from City to proceed. 


Weflen made a motion to allow Recreation Council to make improvements to the City owned park areas, second by Sundhagen. Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland

Discussions held on the concrete pad that was already placed by one of the baseball fields in a floodway zone. City Engineer Steve Eberly stated that he has found a solution that will fix the issue and reroute the floodway zone.

Advised Commission Board that some initial budget meetings are starting and to make time next week to sit with Salinas to review numbers. McClelland also advised that the Fire Department turned in an application in the amount of $2,569.36 to submit to the Energy Impact Grant Division.

Eberle also advised Commission Board of the progress on Simons Addition and handed exhibit of pay request #2 in the amount of $581,426.13 from BEK Consulting LLC.

Eberly handed exhibit if Change order #2 in the amount of $3,523.49 for existing water services that were running through neighboring properties of construction zones, from BEK Consulting.

Sundhagen made a motion to approve change order #2 from BEK Consulting LLC in the amount of $3,523.49 for removing and fixing waterlines that were running through neighboring properties of construction zones, second by Weflen.  Roll Call: Ayes; Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland

Eberly handed exhibit if Change order #3 in the amount of $3,600.00 for the purchase of a geo grid fabric, from BEK Consulting.
