Vehicle Impound auction was a success, Money raised totaled $32,625. After expenses for impound are paid the remainder will be given to school District of Tioga. 

Ordinance change for Truck Route, would like the wording changed so that it states no overnight parking is allowed. Truck drivers are parking their trucks overnight at the Farm Festival and on Truck Routes blocking traffic and in some instances trucks carry hazardous material.
