Conti advised Commission Board that the pumps at the master lift station went down this week, stated that they are at their end of life due to being approximately 50 years old and at some point City will need to address this issue. Conti also advised Commission Board and Constituents of the discoloration of water around town. States it is due to all new water lines and water flow, it will take 1 to 2 months to settle and the discoloration will start again when the new 16 inch line is placed, but the water has been tested and is drinkable. Moberg, the Water Superintendent, will continue to flush the lines as needed and one option can be to replace the remaining old lines in town.
