Commissioners Reports: 
Thompson:

Commissioner Weflen Stated that it’s a precautionary because there is a street indent there and it can become a weather hazard so the cone can possibly help warn people to slow down.

Sundhagen:
Advised Commission Board that Police Chief Corey Murphy started one week earlier on December 12, 2016 then discussed.  Also advised City Commissioners that Records for different City Boards were always kept at City Hall and they need to continue to be kept here.

McClelland:
Advised Commission Board that there was a water break on Welo, all the people who own homes or apartments for rent but currently have them vacant need to check them to ensure they are properly insulated and/or operational. Also advised the Commission Board Clarifiers at the lagoons are frozen solid. 
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Old Business:
1. Legal – Johnson – Advised Commission Board that Annexation will be discussed in an executive session. McClelland asked Johnson if Dan Larson and he had gotten together to write a response to the letter that the Attorney from 42 Grill sent the City, Johnson stated he tried calling the Attorney to review a couple of things in the letter, he has also discussed the letter with Larson. McClelland handed exhibit to Johnson of letter from Rice Lake for him to review.  
2. Ackerman-Estvold: Antonio Conti – Advised Commission Board that they have submitted a copy of the plans 50% completed and that they have analyzed the bridge and verified that it will work with the design by the original Engineer. Preferred Control has started to work on the SCADA at the WWTF and will complete it after the holidays. The City Wide Emergency Actions plans and the Tioga Dam Emergency Action Plan were submitted for the Commission review and approval, McClelland stated that a few minor changes need to be made before approving. Also Advised Commission Board Welo project is complete, handed Commission Board exhibit of invoice for additional quantities for seeding in the amount of $9,165 this will not stop the warranty items from continuing.

3. AE2S: Trevor Tharldson – Advised Commission Board of the status on the Water Tower, discussions held on enclosure of generator should have an all-weather enclosure for extreme circumstances, McClelland asked for recommendations on where to place generator if needed to be moved, it can’t be placed inside the water tower building because there is no ventilation. All waivers on paint were signed and returned, copies will be provided to the Commissioners 
Sundhagen made a motion to approve pay request #15 to Landmark in the amount of $120,225.00, Second by Weflen. Call: Ayes; Thompson, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
Demolition on the old Water Tower is complete and all harnesses were delivered last week.
4. Graham: Matt Ruhland – Advised Commission Board on status of New City Hall.  Coordination between Technology sub and City is being scheduled to complete sound system training. Testing and balancing on the central heating and air was completed today. All project reports minus the testing and balancing are done. There are a few warranty items on thermostats that were completed. Handed exhibit of Pay Request #13 in the amount of $1,900.00. Larson advised Graham that lights in bathrooms need to be adjusted

Ruhland also advised Commission Board on the status of the Recycling Center and Dog Pound handed exhibit of pay request #5 in the amount of $25,150.66. McClelland advised keys need to be corrected.
