Tioga City Commission 
September 15, 2014 
Minutes
Commissioners Present: McClelland, Davidson, Weflen, and Grubb
Commissioners Absent: none
Visitors Present:  Rich Zakrajsek, Harlan Engberg, Kevin Killough (Tioga Tribune), Desiree Hanson, Melissa Koch, Travis Wittman, Judy Odegaard, Greg Gunderson, Loren Hoffman, John Wilson, and Dan Larson.
The regular meeting of the Tioga City Commission was called to order at 7:01 pm by President McClelland at Tioga City Hall.
Grubb made a motion to appoint Drake McClelland as City Commission President.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, McClelland abstained.  Motion carried.   McClelland declared a vacancy for the commission position for his prior role as streets commissioner.   The vacant position will be vacant for 15 days and will be appointed on October 6, 2014 meeting if no special election petition is submitted.

McClelland opened the bidding for the City Lot – Unplatted Tioga Subdivision – Section 27: SO 50X120 in SWSE – Parcel # 030000008127300.  The highest bid was from Kirk Odegaard for $16,500.   Grubb made a motion to approve the highest bid from Odegaard.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.
McClelland opened the bidding for the city lots: Lot 9 and 10 – Block 12 of Simon’s Addition.  The highest bidder was Gary Spooner for $6,500.  Grubb made a motion to approve the highest bid from Spooner, Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.

McClelland opened the bidding for the city lots:  Lot 7 & 8 – Block 12 of Simon’s Addition. The highest bidder was Michael Milloy for $7550.00.  Discussion was held on a donation request from the city towards fund assistance on the Masonic Lodge bid.  Weflen made a motion to approve the highest bidder, no second motion was made.  McClelland made a motion to close the bid due to the lack of a second and table the bid until determined and allow for the parcel to go out for bid again.
Weflen made a motion and Davidson seconded to dispense the reading of the September 2th minutes.  All voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Commissioners Reports:
Weflen thanked all city employees & members who decorated and participated with the City of Tioga float for the Farm Festival.
Davidson presented the request from Jeff Spivey to amend the dog ordinance to indicate that the police department does not destroy dogs.  Grubb made a motion to amend the dog ordinance, Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.   Davidson also presented an estimate for a repeater from Kotana Communication for the police department.   Item was tabled.   Request for the city to make an awareness of contractors abusing the public was discussed and it was determined that Rich Zakrajsek advertise helpful information for the public to review on choosing a local contractor.

Grubb recommended that the city get a copy of the standard specifications from Ackerman/Estvold for public works infrastructure projects.
McClelland presented an estimate for various payloaders.  Grubb made a motion to approve purchase of 621 F Case Payloader for $118,432.21 and additional maintenance bucket for $5,000 more.  Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.   Discussion was held on other equipment such as a scraper, fencing project for the new impound & shop, and a trench box.  All items can come from account 601 funding set aside for 2014 and will be discussed in the special meeting on August 29th, 2014.
Public Input: none
Old Business:  
Grubb made a motion to approve awarding of the bid of alt. schedule D- Water, Sewer, and Street Improvement District No. 2014-2 for $538,150.00 to Quam Construction Company.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Grubb made a motion since there was no document provided by Ackerman/Estvold for the CIP project and it has been several months since they were to provide that information he made a motion to turn that project over to AE2S for $234,800.00.  Davidson made a second.  All voted aye, motion carried.  Chris Norgaard recommended to AE2S that the CIP plan should also consider airport growth.

Discussion was held on AE2S task order #3 for updating the project locator- water control for $5,500.  Jeff Moberg indicated that R&T is monitoring it.  Item was tabled.  

Dave Guttormson presented a plat and deed regarding the Radio Station Land and requested that the deed be updated to allow him to keep housing on area proposed for Sublot 21B for Gunn Enterprises (map provided to commissioners) eliminating the covenant only for that section, requiring radio station only & no building covenant on sublot 21A, and correcting the deed to indicate Braun as property owner for Sublot 20.   Grubb made a motion to correct all listed above and allow Guttormson to sublot/outlot 21B for the section that he indicated.  Weflen made a second.  All voted aye other than Davidson opposed.  Motion carried.

Davidson made a motion to appoint the following members to the Renaissance Zone Committee:  Melissa Koch, Rich Zakrasjek, Syd Freese, Nancy Carlson, and Travis Whittman.  Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried. 
Weflen made a motion to approve the conditional use permit for 1 year only for Maria’s Tacos as long as the mobile vendor remains on Barton’s property near Clean Jeans.  Grubb made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.  Discussion was held on Advantage Construction, LLC request to amend the zoning ordinance allowing the option of placing his mobile or manufactured homes in a different direction if he meets architectural design requirements.   The city commission requested drawings.
Grubb made a motion to allow the city to go out for architectural drawings for the proposed 1 level city hall project presented by Rich Zakrajsek.   Davidson made a second motion. All voted aye, motion carried.

New Business:

Grubb made a motion to approve the request from Williams County for the application from LSS Housing, LLC for Affordable Housing/Low Income requirements.  Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on a representative serving on the local FEMA board.  Item tabled.   

Davidson made a motion to approve the local permit for the Tioga Country Club/Neset Consulting.  Weflen made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.   Davidson made a motion to approve the local permit for the White Earth Valley Saddle Club application.  Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on updating the sign ordinance and requiring a contract for usage and cleaning requirements for the Farm Festival building rental.  The commission requested that chairs and tables do not get rented out to the community outside the farm festival building other than for non-profit corporations only.

Rich Zakrajsek presented the following building permits:

Dennis Rehak - deck – Davidson made a motion, Grubb seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

Randy & Gail Gilberton- 12X16 porch - Grubb made a motion, Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.

LNG Plant-dome structure– Grubb made a motion,  Weflen seconded.  All voted aye, motion carried.  

Discussion was held on knox box requirements for new construction.  Balance sheet was tabled for special meeting on Sept. 29, 2014 to allow for updates.
Discussion was held on city employee salary increases and utility rate increase estimates.  Items were tabled.   Weflen made a motion to approve the $2.00 additional increase to monthly garbage charges from the city for residential customers and $3.00 additional to commercial customers on top of the circle sanitation billing.  Grubb made a second motion.   All voted aye, motion carried. Weflen made a motion to approve new landfill rates starting Jan. 2015 that were discussed.  Davidson made a second motion.  All voted aye, motion carried.   
Discussion was held on the Preliminary budget and mill levy and commissioners were encouraged to review before adopting the preliminary budget during the special meeting for September 29, 2014.

Being no further business the meeting adjourned at 10:15 pm.
