A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 pm on January 4, 2016, at the Tioga City Hall, by President of the City Commission Drake McClelland.

Minutes:

Davidson made a motion to approve the minutes of December 21, 2015, second by Thompson.  Roll Call: Ayes; Thompson, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland
Commissioners Reports:
Thompson:  
None
McClelland:
Advised the water tower power died and there is not enough power to run more electric heaters.   Ralph’s Plumbing and Heating has a natural gas heater for $2,300, they can have that heater installed Tuesday, January 5th.  
Davidson made a motion to purchase the heater from Ralph’s Plumbing and Heating for $2,300, second by Weflen.  Roll Call:  Ayes; Weflen, Davidson, Thompson, McClelland. 

Stated Dan Larson has agreed to take the position of Community Development Director.  
We will continue to utilize A2Z Home inspections for commercial inspections until Larson has certification and licensing completed.  Thompson made a motion to accept the recommendation of the committee for Dan Larson to be the Community Development Director, second by Davidson.  Ayes:  Thompson, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.   
At the R & T Board Meeting he was informed that WAWS will more than likely be pulling our monthly industrial water sales and infrastructure dollars will also be cut.  WAWS is taking out a $20 million dollar loan of which the entities of R & T will eventually pay back and at this time R & T does not have a resolution as to what each entity will owe.  McClelland stated there will be a new water line coming in to Tioga on 105th Avenue starting in the spring.  WAWS and the City are still in the talking stages over the purchase of the standpipe north of Tioga.     McClelland stated there will no overtime unless there is an emergency.
Davidson:
Advised Commission Board that she would like to see an ordinance added to the ordinances to inforce the proper shelter for animals that are outside for long periods of time in inclement weather.   Davidson stated she is going to communicate with the Humane Society to get the definition of what a proper shelter should be.  She said she would be working on this so she could have something in writing by the next commission meeting.    Spivey advised they do not have electricity in the current pound due to construction however,  Chris Rolag with Graham Construction advised he had spoken with MDU and they were working on getting temporary power restored to the pound.  
Weflen:
Stated temporary street signs were ordered and have been put up at Anabelle as requested.  Weflen stated she is up for discussion on parking on Main Street for snow maintenance.  Discussion was held and decision was made to follow cities current ordinance of no overnight parking on Main Street and fines would be given if the ordinance is not followed.  Weflen stated she would like to get approval to order the brush attachment for the bobcat to sweep the sidewalk.  The price is around $3,500.00.  
Weflen made a motion to approve the purchase of the brush in the amount of $3,500 to be purchased from the same implement dealer in Stanley that bobcat was ordered from, Second by Davidson.  Call:  Ayes; Weflen, Davidson, Thompson, McClelland
Weflen stated she had spoken to Kirk Odegaard verifying that the current pricing for concrete/asphalt is more than other towns.  Weflen stated she would like to see residential dropped back to $15.00 per yard and Commercial $25.00 per yard.  Weflen made a motion to change concrete/asphalt back to $15.00 per yard for residential and commercial to $25.00 per yard, second by Davidson.  Roll Call:  Ayes; Weflen, Davidson, Thompson, McClelland.  
Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Weflen made a motion to approve agenda with no changes, second by Davidson; Roll Call: Ayes; Thompson, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.
Old Business:
1. Legal – Benjamin Johnson – Advised Commission Board needed signatures and approval for the SRF document for the holding ponds.   Thompson made a motion to sign, second by Weflen.  Ayes; Thompson, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland.   
McClelland asked Johnson what the cities next step is for follow up to the cease and desist order that was issued to 42 Grill.  Johnson stated a citation could be given as a fraction for violation of cities ordinance and appear in city court or ask a District court judge to issue an injunction to stop operations.   Johnson advised Commission Board that at this point his recommendation would be a citation. 

2. Ackerman-Estvold: Antonio Conti – Advised Commission Board engineer drawings for Welo and Simons would be complete by the end of January, also advised repair work at Annabelle on hold until decision to proceed is made by Commission board.  Advised Quiet Zone Diagnostic meeting is set for February 3rd, 9:00am at City Hall.  Advised Commission Board that state water commission received money from FEMA to redo the flood risk map in Williams’ County and their plan for Tioga is to redo only south of the railroad tracks at this time.
3. AE2S: Larry Anderson –Advised JR Civil has completed Water Main; there was a punch list and all items have been addressed with the need for follow up work next spring.  JR Civil submitted a pay request for 100% payment of their contract; AE2S did not approve and invited them to city meeting to discuss why they should be paid that percentage.   Rob Stolz, with JR Civil stated punch list items have been signed off on so they are requesting 100% of retainage be released and treat future items as warranty work. Johnson stated if the final acceptance of the project hasn’t been given yet the City must keep the retainage.   Thompson made a motion to pay request #3 for JR Civil in the amount of $31,644.76, second by Weflen.  Roll Call:  Thompson, Weflen, Davidson, McClelland 
4. Larry Anderson – Handed Commission Board exhibit of Pay Request #4 for Landmark in the amount of $36,172.50  for the Water Tower
Davidson made a motion to pay request #4 for Landmark in the amount of $36,172.50, second by Thompson. Roll Call: Ayes: Thompson, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland
Handed Commission Board exhibit of Pay Application for Rice Lake Construction in the amount of $537,262.66 for the Waste Water Treatment Plant project.

Thompson made a motion to pay application for Rice Lake Construction in the amount of $537,262.66 second by Davidson. Roll Call: Ayes; Thompson, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland 
5. Graham: Chris Rollag- received bids back for bid letting for City Hall Project.  Handed the Guaranteed Maximum Price Amendment decrease to Commission Board for review and also handed the Commission Board a breakdown of the cost of demolition of the Recycling Center/ Dog Pound and City Hall.  Weflen made a motion to accept the amended amount of $3,103,186.00 not to exceed this amount, second by Davidson.  Roll Call: Ayes:  Weflen, Davidson, Thompson, McClelland
With no further business the meeting of the Tioga City Commission was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Weflen second by Davidson at 9:49 p.m.   Call:  Ayes; Weflen, Davidson, Thompson, McClelland
