Christianson:
Gave floor to Jeff Moberg Water Superintendent. Moberg advised Commission Board that one of the 2 blowers at the Waste Water Treatment Facility split the housing unit and does not know the amount for replacement but will get those costs to Commissioner Christianson. Moberg also informed Commission Board that the Treatment Plant has been running without freezing for now. 
Bugbee:
Advised Commission Board of the equipment coming soon to the Community Center. Bugbee also informed Commission Board and Constituents that the age limits are being reviewed at the Community Center to try and accommodate all ages of children.  
Sundhagen:
Absent, floor was given to Corey Murphy Tioga Police Chief. Murphy advised Commission Board that he is seeking permission to submit 3 grants to the County 1% Board, handed exhibit of application to the County 1% Board in the amount of $5,333.00 for callout equipment that outfits 6.

Salinas stated that the Old Police station could possible fit in that category since the possibility of contaminants could exist in that building, however the application process could take up to 3 or more months and the tear down can take even longer and example would be a building in Crosby that has been waiting for 8 months to be demolished and removed because of construction constraints. Salinas asked Commission Board how soon the reconstruction of that space will be, if they would like her to pursue that grant and if yes she will need assistance from Tri-County, discussions held.
