A meeting of the City Commission of the City of Tioga was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday,                  March 16, 2015, at the Tioga City Hall, by President of the City Commission Drake McClelland.

Motion made by Weflen to approve the minutes of March 2, 2015 Meeting as presented.  Seconded by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried
Commissioners Reports:
Grubb advised he had nothing to report at this time, he is waiting on some further information.
Weflen advised she would like to send Jeff Moberg and Kirk Odegaard to traffic light school on April 29 and 30 in Grand Forks ND, and send the other workers at another time.    Weflen also requested approval for Kirk Odegaard to order materials for patchwork on roads from Northern Improvements.  Weflen made a motion to approve purchasing 20-25 tons of patchwork materials for $3,000.00 from Northern Improvements.  Seconded by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0   Motion carried.

 Bunner advised that two additions needed to be added to the agenda Permits; and Annexation survey approval.  
Old Business

Harlan Engberg from Ackerman-Estvold advised he sent in the information for the 90% funding on the Railroad quiet zone grant.  Advised he will bring in final drawings of the Main Street Downtown project on Wednesday for Weflen’s review and advised the City should set up a public meeting for the effected businesses on 4/30/15 at the City Commission Special Meeting.   
Steve Eberle with Ackerman-Estvold gave a brief history of the Wastewater Treatment Plant contract between Ackerman-Estvold and the City of Tioga, and then presented the Commission with the amendment to said contract for approval.  Eberle advised he has requested quotes from all contractors but has yet to receive them.  Grubb requested preliminary O&M costs and Eberle advised they are at 35% completion and he is waiting on reuse information for final numbers.  
Grubb made a motion to approve the amendment as presented.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; Thompson, Weflen, Grubb, McClelland.  Davidson abstained.  Motion Carried.

Eberle presented Ackerman-Estvold’s proposal for annexation surveying scope of services.  Motion made by Davidson to approve AE2S proposal for services not to exceed $11,500.00.  Second by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Eberle represented the proposal for the GIS equipment, and discussion was made regarding refurbished tough books instead of new.  Moberg advised he did not want to carry a laptop in the field and discussion was ended at this time.  
Loren Hoffman with AE2S presented an update of auditor services, advising that services have gone down to one day per week with Darrel and Loren and Karla only on as needed basis.  

Hoffman then presented a task order to provide the city with Planning and Zoning assistance.  

Rich Zahrajsek also presented a proposal of assistance via phone and video conference.

Bunner advised the city has received 8 applications at this time for the position.  

Grubb made a motion to table both offers until the April 6, 2015 meeting.  Second by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.  

Weflen made a motion to approve the interview committee of Drake McClelland, John Grubb, Rich Zahrajsek, Tarie Bunner, and Dan Larson.  Second by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.  Committees first meeting will be on 3/24/2015 and interviews will begin on 3/31/15.  

Discussion was made regarding the committee for the CMAR selection.  Weflen made a motion to approve the committee of Dan Larson, Todd Thompson, Heather Weflen, Mike McLean, and Scott Cardell.  Second by Thompson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 motion carried.
Grubb made a motion to approve resolution 2015-16 regarding Vernon Nelson’s replat for BNSF.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Wayne Knutson presented an agreement for easement of his property for the City to use to reach the water line placed on his property.  Knutson advised he would like the city Attorney to draw up the new agreement with corrections as presented and would like a written statement from the city agreeing to give Knutson free water and sewer hookups for 2 years in exchange for the easement.  Johnson advised Harlan would need to go out and check measurements to make sure everything is correct prior to any agreement being made.  Johnson also advised he spoke to Knutson’s attorney and both agreed that a copy of the Commission minutes with the details in them would suffice for written proof of agreement.  This matter will be revisited after such measurements have been made.

Jeff Spivey presented a job description for Police Administrator.  Discussion was made and corrections of omitting “of Tioga” off of item C, and omitting completely item G, under Necessary Knowledge, skills and abilities.
Motion made by Weflen to approve the position description with corrections.  Second by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 motion carried.

Spivey also presented for approval a committee formation for the interview and hiring of 2 new dispatchers which were funded by a police grant for two years.  

Motion made by Davidson to approve a committee comprised of Jeff Spivey, Larry Maize and Ronda Davidson with Amanda Mosser as the question giver for the interview and hiring of new dispatchers.  Second by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Bunner presented Resolution 2015-14 for approval to purchase city phones for all commissioners, however after some discussion it was decided that Tablets would be more appropriate.  Tabled for further review of tablets and pricing can be done.

Bunner presented Resolution 2015-15 for approval of training for all Board Presidents and Secretaries as well as Commissioners and Auditor staff on Robert’s Rules of Order.  

Motion made by Davidson to approve Resolution 2015-15. Second by Thompson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0. Motion carried.

Chris Norgaard, president of the Tioga Municipal Airport Board, requested City Attorney, Ben Johnson, modify the standard airport ordinance presented to fit the Tioga Municipal airport’s regulations. 
Motion made by Weflen for Ben Johnson to create the Airport Ordinance. Second by Thompson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried. 
Carron Day and Andrew Thieroff with KLJ addressed the Commission regarding a Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan that they are under contract to do for Williams County.  Day advised the project is funded primarily by FEMA, and Tioga signed up for plan approximately 5 months ago.  Day advised the plan has 5 year lifetime expiration.  The plan they are looking at doing is natural flooding, as well as man-made hazards.  KLJ is looking at regulations and will be doing research for the plan.  Advised they will be meeting with each municipality in Williams County to draw information for the plan and should be completed by August.  The purpose is to lessen casualties and loss if a hazard occurs.  Day requested a contact for Tioga, McClelland advised the contacts will be McClelland, Kirk Odegaard, and Jeff Moberg.  
Bunner presented a Request to Purchase a new copier/fax/printer and Scanner.  Bunner advised the Police Department has outgrown their current machine and need to upgrade to a bigger machine.  After some discussion between PD Administrator, Jeff Spivey and Bunner it was decided that due to the growth of City Hall and the Police Department the current City Hall machine will be given to the Police Department, the PD machine will be given to Public Works and City Hall will purchase a new machine capable of handling the increased volume of paperwork.  
Motion made by Davidson to approve the purchase of a new multi-function machine for City Hall.  Second by Thompson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.
Zahrajsek presented permit applications for approval:

Verizon Wireless Tower at 601 W Elm. Motion made by Grubb to approve permit.  Second by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; Grubb, Weflen, Davidson, McClelland, Thompson Abstained, Motion carried.

Braun Trucking for a pole barn.  Motion made by Grubb to approve permit. Second by Weflen, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.

Vertical Limit LLC general contractor’s application.  Motion made by Weflen to approve application.  Second by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Consolidated Construction Co, Inc. Contractor’s License application.  Motion made by Grubb to approve application.  Second by Thompson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.


Affordable Heating and Cooling Mechanical License application.  Motion made by Davidson to approve application. Second by Grubb, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.

Northern improvement requested 2.1 million gallons of water for dust control plus another 2.1 million gallons for cement work from our treated wastewater if the Health Department approves it.  

Motion made by Weflen to approve the use of lagoon water for Northern Improvement pending approval from the Health Department.  Second by Davidson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.
Commissioners were presented with proposed designs for the outside of the new Water Tower.  Weflen advised the community should be involved in choosing the design and requested the designs be placed at city hall for citizens to come in and vote for their favorite.  
Examination of March Bills were done by all Commissioners.  Motion made by Davidson to approve March Bills with the exception of Ackerman-Estvold until further explanation can be obtained.  Second by Thompson, Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.

Examination of February Financial Report by Commissioners was made.  Thompson made motion to approve February Financials. Second by Weflen Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion Carried.

With no further business the meeting of the Tioga City Commission was adjourned by McClelland at 10:07 p.m. 

The next meeting of the City of Tioga is scheduled for Monday March 30, 2015 at 7:00 p.m., to be held at the Tioga Theater.  This will be a special Meeting to discuss the Alcohol Ordinance amendment, Main Street Downtown reconstruction, and the 2014 Audit report.
