Motion was made by Weflen that a finding be made that the overall Assessment Roll for Tioga City for 2015 has been reviewed and found to be proper as assessed or corrected as noted in the minutes, second by Grubb.  Roll Call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.

Motion was made by Grubb, based on the preceding findings, the commission declares the Assessment Roll for 2015 for Tioga City Equalized, second by Weflen.  Roll call: Ayes; 5 Nays; 0 Motion carried.
