New Business – 

1. Community Center Pricing – City Attorney Pendlay asked Commissioner Bugbee to give a basis of how rates were determined previously. At previous Commission meeting 04-15-2019 opinions were given from public who attended meeting on rates for private/personal rental of the new Community Center. Bugbee addressed Commission Board and constituents that attended public hearing stating that new Community Center is no longer a wedding venue or Farm Festival building. It is a Community Center that will provide people of all ages from young children to seniors with different activities and events, as well as incorporating all previous City Community events such as; Freedom Fest and Farm Festival. Bugbee also added that a portion of building can be rented out for private/personal use such as weddings, birthdays, reunions etc. Time was spent doing research to develop a price list but as things develop it will be changing along with hours of operation. The price list was meant to be reasonable and not determined by what people from Tioga make, Bugbee states that although other communities were called to compare prices that was not the determination factor in deciding cost for the rental use of the Community Center and also states that the money gained from the rentals will not off set the expenses from the Community Center. When compared a rough estimate of expenses for the Community Center would be $350,000 per year and the incoming estimate of money for rentals per year is a roughly $20,000. Bugbee states that the building was built for the entire community and the Commission knew it would not make money but will be a valuable asset to all the people of Tioga. McClelland also added that a sign had mistakenly been placed on the play room equipment, the correct age group for use of the equipment is 2 to 12 years of age. Christianson read a letter from Sundhagen stating his opinion since he could not attend meeting. Floor opened to public – constituents that attending public meeting as well as letters sent to Commissioners gave opinion on pricing and felt that more time should be given the day before private event for set up and the day after event for cleaning. Other comments were made that kitchen price should be included with the rental or a package deal for weddings should be made, a refundable deposit fee for cleaning should be higher in case cleaning was not done and/or other areas of the Community Center should be included. 

McClelland stated that all opinions will be taken into consideration and a decision would be made on pricing at next Commission Meeting on 05-06-19. 
With no further business the meeting of the Tioga City Commission Public Hearing was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Weflen, second by Bugbee at 8:42 pm. 
The next meeting of the City of Tioga Commission meeting is scheduled for Monday May 6, 2019 at 7:00 p.m., to be held at the Tioga City Hall.
