Resolution: #2016-10 Agenda Item: 9 Date: July 18, 2016 BE IT RESOLVED, by the City commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota:  A RESOLUTION TO CREATING AND DEFINING THE BOUNDARIES FOR ANNABELLE SUBDIVISION IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2016 – 1 there is hereby created an Improvement District in the City of Tioga, to be designated and known as ANNABELLE SUBDIVISION IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT NO. 2016 – 01, created for the purpose of: Constructing and, where necessary, repairing the Water, Sewer, Roads, Curb and Gutter in the Annabelle Subdivision to the City of Tioga. The District, as herein described, is of such size and form as to include all properties which in the judgment of this governing body, after consultation with the engineer planning the improvement, will be benefited by all or a portion of the improvement. The District shall include the lots, tracts and parcels of land situated within the Corporate Limits of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota and shown on the map attached hereto as Attachment 1 and with the legal description of the area being set forth on Attachment 2 hereto.
