Conti advised Commission Board would like to set up a meeting for Special assessment as soon as possible, also advised Commission Board that there will be and Emergency Dam Meeting on August 24, 2016 in inform everyone on schedule of time soon. 
3. AE2S: Larry Anderson –Advised Commission Board painting on the new water tower is in process handed Commission board exhibit of pay request application #11 from Landmark Construction in the amount of $4,000.00
Grubb made a motion to pay request #11 from Landmark Construction in the amount of $4,000.00, second by Sundhagen. Roll Call: Ayes; Thompson, Grubb, Davidson, Weflen, McClelland
Grubb asked Larry Anderson to create a sign off for the homeowners in the area that all over spraying due to water tower painting has been fixed. Anderson advised Commission Board that if City would like to purchase extra master locks to be placed on water tower, please have Moberg purchase them.  Rice Lake will continue construction on the Waste Water Treatment Plant discussions held due to unsuitable soil on the North Side of the Waste Water Treatment Facility. Braun geotechnical has tested the soil in the area and will give City Commissioners results as soon as they are available. Anderson stated AE2S and Rice Lake will continue to move forward and finish the project for the City. Punch list is being reviewed.  
4. Graham: Matt Ruhland – Advised Commission Board on status of construction for New City Hall, scheduled completion date is September 6, 2016. Recycling Center/Dog Pound facility construction is in progress.
