New Business:

Thompson made motion to hire a Maintenance Worker I to fill vacancy, Second by Grubb. Call: Ayes; Thompson, Grubb, Weflen, McClelland
Exception to Hiring Freeze, Planning & Zoning Department has a vacant position that was part of budget plan 2015 and needs to be filled
Grubb made a motion to table until the Commission Meeting of November 2, 2015 Second by Weflen. Call: Ayes; Thompson, Grubb, Weflen, McClelland
3. Future Design Work – All future design and plan work which includes change orders for the City of Tioga are to stop and only continue if approved by City Commission.
With no further business the meeting of the Tioga City Commission was adjourned by unanimous vote moved by Davidson and second by Grubb, at 8:00 pm.
