Conti advised Commission Board that the Special Assessment for Annabelle will need to be advertised for public hearing, Commissioners agreed to a public hearing on Thursday October 13, 2016 at 6:30.
Conti also advised that he has received 2 quotes on the emergency break on Gilbertson Street, the first one is from JR Civil in the amount of $99,835.97 and the second one is from Wagner in the amount of $89,325.00. Discussions held. Home owners and Waste Water Superintendent showed water samples and expressed the importance of putting a temporary line while work is being considered.

Conti also advised Commission Board on the sidewalks of Welo Street. Weflen stated she walked Welo Street and advised other Commissioners on the conditions of the sidewalks and the need to replace some sections; the cost would be an additional $80,000.00 for future consideration.
3. AE2S: Larry Anderson –Advised Commission Board on the status of the Water Tower and is scheduled to be completed October 31, 2016 on time, also handed exhibit of pay request #12 in the amount of $42,500 from Landmark. 
Weflen made a motion to approve pay request #12 but only for the electrical portion in the amount of $12,500.00 until overspray is addressed as Commissioner Grubb requested and will need a new pay request sheet with the changes made for McClelland to sign, Second by Sundhagen. Anderson also advised Commission Board on Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Waste water is being treated at the plant and meeting efficient requirements.  AE2S is now in the 15 day process to ensure plant is running otherwise the plant will be turned over to the city. McClelland stated plant is not running to satisfaction, discussions held. Anderson presented exhibit of proposal from Braun InterTech for soil testing in the amount of $22,067.50. Commissioner Weflen stated City should not be responsible for the mistake that were made and need to be corrected by hiring Braun.
