Commissioners Reports: 
Christianson:
Advised Commission Board that employee was hurt and has filed workman’s compensation claim. Also advised Commission Board that he had a conversation with Austin Rollag from Graham Construction regarding the water line that needs to be capped at the Community Center.

Sundhagen: 
Advised Commission Board that he will be submitting 2 applications to the 1% County Board for the Tioga K-9 project and to purchase thermal imaging cameras with noptic thermal system, but it requires Commission approval before the applications can be submitted to the 1% County Board.

Sundhagen advised the Commission Board that some interviews have been completed for the open positions in the Tioga Police Department and is waiting for the scoring sheet to be completed in order to extend an offer. Sundhagen also advised Commission Board that the Graham contract for construction on the new Police Station is still being reviewed and he is considering pulling contract from Graham and advertising for new CMAR to construct the Tioga Police Station, a decision will be made on January 7, 2019 during the Commission Meeting. 
Weflen:
Advised Commission Board that the new lawn mower that was approved up to $14,000 last Commission Meeting will need to be raised to $16,000.

Advised Commission Board that appointing of the open Airport Board position will be appointed on January 22, 2019 during the Commission meeting. 

Modifications/Approval of Agenda:

Monique Lopez a former Police Officer of Tioga stated she would like to be placed on the agenda. McClelland stated she can state her purpose. Lopez stated she just had a comment and question for the Commission Board. McClelland allowed Lopez to proceed. Lopez addressed Commission Board and asked if Tioga needs Police Officers why was she not considered for the position since she is qualified. Sundhagen stated that an interview was set up for her and she had withdrawn her application during the actual interview. Discussions held.

Eberle advised that TAP 2018 will be completed in the summer of 2019 but in order to keep that County share grant open City will have to pay a small portion to keep County cost share grant open. Handed exhibit of share cost for TAP 2018 in the amount of $7, 972.64.

3. Graham Construction- Austin Rollag – Advised the Commission Board of the status for the Community Center and handed exhibit of Pay Application #9 for review and consideration in the amount of $428,709.13 for work completed at the Community Center in the month of November, EDC and EAPC have reviewed and recommend approval. Rollag also stated that they are currently waiting on electricians for the fire suppression system and that will need to be completed prior to receiving the seal of occupancy and substantial completion. Larson advised Commission Board that he is currently reviewing an ordinance with City Attorney to add to Tioga Ordinance for leaving abandoned vehicles in the streets. Larson also states that there is a developer who is interested in building a community park on his property on the south side of town and is starting conversations with him. Sundhagen states he knows the developer Larson spoke with and would like him to fix the tracks he owns that are a potential hazard. 
5. Jodeen Bergstrom Dean – Advised Commission Board on the unprofessionalism of EDC Board, she also stated that she had went to EDC to give a presentation on how to expand the position of Economic Developer and was not allowed to finish her presentation. 
6. Tioga Fund Applications – Salinas handed exhibit of Tioga Fund application from Tioga Recreation Council in the amount of $2,737.60 for new volley ball equipment. Tioga Fund Board reviewed the application and recommends approval.

8. Library Board – Salinas handed exhibit of letter from the Library Board and the floor was handed over to Doneen Larson the president of the Library Board. Larson states that Salinas was present at a Library Board meeting where budgets were discussed, and Salinas stated she was not sure what bills the City would be paying for the Library. Salinas explained that the end of the year numbers have to be completed first to be able to discuss with Library Board what the City can contribute other than the City Levy’s per North Dakota Century Code. Discussions held. 

Weflen made a motion to approve paying gas, electric, water and internet for 3 months. Weflen amended motion to state City will pay all utilities for Library Board, second by Sundhagen. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
Larson continued discussions with Commission Board on potential salary and job description of Library employee.
Weflen made a motion to table any other discussions until January 22, 2019 Commission meeting to review year end funding, second by Bugbee. Call: Ayes; Christianson, Bugbee, Sundhagen, Weflen, McClelland
9. 2019 Schedules – Pederson handed exhibits to Commission Board of 2019 Commission meeting schedule and 2019 Employee pay and holiday schedule.
