5. Resolution 2015-29 Dispensing of Alcoholic Beverages 2st reading

BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Commission of the City of Tioga, Williams County, North Dakota: 

Chapter 7 Article 3 Section 10 shall be amended as follows: 7.0310 Restrictions on sale, service or  dispensing of alcoholic beverages. F. No licensee, his agent or employee shall sell, serve, consume or permit to be sold, served or consumed on the licensed premises any alcoholic beverages after 1:00 a.m. on Sundays, before 12:00 noon on Sundays, or between the hours of 1:00 a.m. and 8:00 a.m. on all other days of the week; nor shall any licensee, his agent or employees sell, serve or permit to be sold, served or consumed on the licensed premises any alcoholic beverage on Christmas Day or after 6:00 p.m. on Christmas Eve. Additionally, there shall be no off-sale sales allowed after 1:00 a.m. on Thanksgiving Day. For purposes of this provision, any person having a glass or other opened container containing an alcoholic beverage in close proximity or otherwise available for consumption shall be deemed to be consuming an alcoholic beverage. No B or D licensee, his agents or employees shall sell or permit to be sold any alcoholic beverages after 11 p.m.
